Regular Council Meeting April 15, 2010
Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the regular council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with the following council members present: Alan Matthews, Mike Zoeller, George Best, Shane Suttor, and Jon Swindler.  Absent:  Donna Eaton
City Employees Present:  Jennifer Herrell, Tom Doyle, Patrick Donahoe, Raymond Williams, Jeffrey Elam, and Carla Wainscott.
City Attorney:  Frank Chuppe.
Councilmember Matthews gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.

Minutes/ April 1, 2010

Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the minutes of April 1, 2010 as read by council members prior to the meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Best.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Discussion – Approving an Interlocal Finance Corporation with Kentucky League of Cities – Garrett Drakeford
Garrett Drakeford, Director of Financial Services, is here to discuss bonds typically through particular cities.  There are no banks willing to provide a letter of credit in the future.  Kentucky League of Cities is looking to create a Finance Corporation with two cities coming together to become that entity.  Kentucky League of Cities cannot issue that entity.  It will require at least 2 cities to come together through an interlocal agreement and they are asking the City of Shelbyville to be one of the first 2 cities to create the entity.  City of Shelbyville would be creating the finance entity.  
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, asked if this was a new way of doing things and he was advised it was.  Kentucky League of Cities is no longer doing a blind pool.  They can get the bonds at an AA rating which is a good interest rate.  The name would be known as the KY Bond Corporation.  City of Shelbyville employees would not have a role.  There are no limits of bonds in the pool.  The cities would be on their own and no banks would be involved.  

Councilmember Matthews asked, “Who will be collecting the fees from borrowed bonds?”  Each city would be required to do a general obligation pledge.  The cities will be responsible for collecting fees.
Ordinance – Establishing a Revised Schedule of changes for the use of the Consolidated Municipal Waterworks and Sewer System of the Shelbyville Water and Sewer Commission – 2nd Reading
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville increasing the system development charges for the Water and Sewer System effective May 1, 2010.

Mayor Hardesty stated this increase is for development only and not residential customers.  Tom Doyle, Manager of Shelbyville Water & Sewer, stated each community charges this rate in a different way.  Until the old sanitation department is paid off, we can keep the rates separate from city and county.
It was introduced for a second reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Best.

Upon roll call, the following council members voted “aye”: Matthews, Zoeller, Best, Suttor, and Swindler.  Absent:  Councilmember Eaton.

Department Report – Tom Doyle, Shelbyville Water & Sewer
We received one bid for Town-N-Country pump station up around Beechwood.  Fairway Crossings is expanding sewers.  Both projects will help overflows hooking up at Hwy. 55 pump station.  The Commission is looking at the downtown water tank which was built in 1931.
Ordinance – Amending Chapter 60 of the Code of Ordinances – 2nd Reading

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending Chapter 60 of the Code of Ordinances relating to the occupational license fee and special regulatory licenses required for certain activities.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Matthews.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.
Upon roll call, the following council members voted “aye”:  Matthews, Zoeller, Best, Suttor, and Swindler.  Absent:  Councilmember Eaton.

Municipal Order – The City of Shelbyville and Shelby County Firefighters & Emergency Services Association
Location is on 7th Street behind the Recycling Center and all fire departments use for training purposes.  The City of Shelbyville needs a lease agreement with the county and Emergency Management Services for a term of 20 years at a cost of $1.00 a year.  The city will look into putting an easement in until they reach an agreement.
Councilmember Best moved to adopt the Municipal Order for a lease agreement with the Shelby County Firefighters and Emergency Services Association, Inc.  It was seconded by Councilmember Swindler.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.  Absent:  Councilmember Eaton.
Proclamation – Health and Fitness Day April 17, 2010
Mayor Hardesty proclaimed April 17, 2010 as Health and Fitness Day.  
Proclamation – National Volunteer Week April 18-24, 2010

Mayor Hardesty proclaimed April 18-24, 2010 as National Volunteer Week.
Ordinance – Amending the position of Administrative Assistant for Office of Mayor – 1st Reading
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance amending the position of Administrative Assistant for Office of Mayor.  Additional duties will now include maintaining fixed assets and property and liability insurance.
Several council members had questions regarding amended positions and a lengthy discussion followed.  (Complete minutes are recorded on tape and available at City Hall.)

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Best.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

Ordinance – Amending the position of Deputy City Clerk – 1st Reading
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance amending the position of Deputy Clerk.

Additional duties will now include performing backups of the computer system and taking care of office IT issues.
It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Ordinance – Amending the position of Accounts Payable/License Clerk – 
1st Reading
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance amending the position of Accounts Payable/License Clerk.  The new title for this position is License/Payroll Clerk.  Additional duties will now include the payroll process and all payroll reporting including year-end procedures.  This position will now do accounts payable for Public Works and will continue doing accounts payable for the golf course.
It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.

Ordinance – Amending the position of Receptionist/Clerical – 1st Reading

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance amending the position of Receptionist/Clerical.  The new title for this position is Receptionist/Accounts Payable.  Additional duties will now include accounts payable for general fund.
It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.
Ordinance – Amending the position of Property Maintenance – 1st Reading
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance amending the position of Property Maintenance. This position will now report to City Clerk/Treasurer.  In addition to cleaning City Hall, this position is responsible for maintaining First Aid Kit, check Fire Extinguishers monthly, maintain City Hall vehicles regularly and clean Settle Gym weekly.  This position must now be certified in pesticide and herbicide spraying.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Swindler.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

Department Reports
Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Director, reported the city spring clean-up will be completed the week of April 19, 2010.  Public Works is placing a stop sign at Lee Nor Mack and College Streets.  I’m still working on the MS4 Program.  The department continues to work on the sidewalks.  We are waiting on the Water & Sewer department.
Mary Hayes Smith, Personnel Administrator, reported there are no current job openings.  Random drug screenings will continue in the 2nd quarter.  The Safety Committee meets every 3 months.  Next week we are having Sexual Harassment Training for all employees.  I am the new Kentucky Public Human Resources Association (KPHRA) President.

Raymond Williams, Fire Department, reported the department is doing spring inspections.  Fire Station#3 should be ready by the second week of May 2010.  Crusade for Children collections will be the first weekend in June.  We made 18 calls including the house fire on Goldenrod.

Request – Blanket Deed of Release

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, requested council to approve a blanket Deed of Release for all of the projects done in the Martinsville area.
Councilmember Swindler made a motion to approve.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.
