Minutes/ May 6, 2010

Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the minutes of May 6, 2010 as read by council members prior to the meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Proclamation – Drug Court Month
Mayor Hardesty proclaimed the month of May 2010 as Drug Court Month.  

Budget Message
Mayor Hardesty thanked employees and council members who worked on the 2010-2011 budget.  We will stay within budget – there are no cuts in departments.  Recruitment of new business/industry is very slow.  However, Public Safety will continue to be our number one priority which includes Police and Fire, along with Public Works.  We will continue to fund Parks, Historic District, and Shelby Development Corporation.
Capital items in the budget this year include 2 police cars, dump truck, street sweeper, and items to complete Fire Station #3.  We will move forward on our sidewalks and street paving.

We will continue to support community projects such as the Dorman Center, Shelbyville Horse Show, Center for Women and Children, Operation Care, and Leadership Shelby.

We will continue to make bond payments on the Police Station, Family Activity Center, and Weissinger Hills Golf Course.

We will continue to look for innovative ways to increase revenue and cut expenses.  We will continue to aggressively collect delinquent property taxes and business licenses.  That is revenue the city needs in order to offer services to citizens and businesses.  In closing, I take seriously the responsibility of wisely allocating the city’s money and watching over the assets and I’m sure city council does also.

Ordinance – 2010-2011 Budget – 1st Reading 
Judith Smith, Office Administrator, read the 2010-2011 budget estimating revenues and resources and appropriating funds for the operation of city government.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.  

Bids – Police Cruisers
Police Chief Robert Schutte reported on the bids received for 2 police cruisers.  There was one bid received from O’Brien Ford in Shelbyville.  The amount per cruiser is $21,898.40.
Councilmember Best moved to accept the bid of $21,898.40 from O’Brien Ford.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Resolution
Councilmember Best moved to approve a resolution that states the Shelbyville City Council is in opposition to the issuance of a license to sell beer at 616 Main Street.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Department Reports

Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Director, reported meeting with the State Transportation Department.  They will begin working on the ADA accessible ramps next week.  Washington and Main Streets will be paved this year.  The milling of the streets from 7th Street East will be done at night.  The completion date for the total project is November 1, 2010.

Eilene Collins, Executive Director, Shelby Development Corporation, reported attending a workshop on Window Display Design.  The first summer concert will be on May 28, 2010.

Inez Harris, City Clerk/Treasurer, asked for approval of the April 2010 Financial Report.

Councilmember Zoeller moved to approve the April 2010 Financial Report.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Police Chief Robert Schutte reported business is steady.  Officers participated in the After Prom Party held at First Baptist Church.

Mayor’s Report

Mayor Hardesty reported he, Councilmember Best, and Mrs. Herrell met with the Kentucky State Transportation Department on the bypass.  It will open this summer.  The name will be Freedom Way.  Highways 53 and 55 will be re-routed and Smithfield Road will be re-numbered.
Kroger will have a groundbreaking ceremony on May 27, 2010.  Project Graduation will be June 12, 2010.  Lake Shelby will hold the first fish fry this Friday.

The next council meeting will be June 10, 2010.
