Minutes/February 1, 2007
 
Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the minutes of the February 1st meeting as read by Councilmembers prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Request by the Shelby County Drug and Alcohol Advisory Board for Funding
Councilmember Zoeller reported the Finance Committee met with Mayor Hardesty and Judge Linda Armstrong to help find a local source to help citizens of Shelbyville who may have a drug or alcohol problem.  Judge Armstrong is trying to set up a Substance Abuse Program (SAP) which is separate from the Shelby County Drug Advisory Board.  They need startup funds and will not be asking for a yearly commitment.  The majority of the clients will be Shelby Countians.

 

Councilmember Zoeller moved to finance the $6,000 for the Substance Abuse Program for the startup funds.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

Ordinance/WAZE Development Zone Change, First Reading
City Attorney Frank Chuppe read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville having approved a Settlement Agreement with WAZE Development Co., LLC, which includes a zone change on 89 acres on Midland Drive and Ardmore Lane from I-1 (Industrial) to 

R-1 zoning.

 

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

 

Discussion of a Garbage Franchise
Mayor Hardesty opened discussion on a garbage franchise to see if Council would like to have public hearings or workshops to see if there was an interest in a garbage franchise.  Councilmember Zoeller stated it may cut down on the number of garbage trucks and save wear and tear on City streets.

 

Councilmember Matthews had questions concerning the whole set up.  He was concerned about putting local haulers out of business.  He likes to spend his money locally.

 

After some discussion Council decided to explore this matter further.

 
Department Reports
Gail Reed, Historic Coordinator, reported receiving a $150,000 façade grant from Governor Fletcher.  It will be a 50/50 match.  The Renaissance Committee will meet to determine the recipients.  The History Museum will have its grand opening on April 19th.

 

Eilene Collins, Executive Director, reported the Promotion committee will meet on February 28th at 5:30 p.m.  

 

Robert Schutte, Police Chief, reported Officer Michael Humfleet started on February 5, 2007.  The citizen advisory board has initiated a crime stoppers organization.  Commonwealth Bank on Highway 53 was robbed yesterday.  The department received a $176,000 law enforcement grant from the state.  It will be shared with the Shelby County Sheriff’s Department.

 

Troy Ethington, Assistant Fire Chief reported a 30% increase in runs for the month of January.  The department has been working on the computer mapping system.

 

Mayor’s Report
Mayor Hardesty reported March 6th is KLC’s Annual “City Night Out” in Frankfort from 5-8 p.m.   He has started aggressive collections on the business license program.  Mike Zoeller has been appointed to the 911 Board.

 

Council Reports
Councilmember Suttor wants to implement “multi-use paths” on new roads in the City.  Ryan Libke informed him we will need to amend the comprehensive plan in order to get this done.  He would also like to implement a “city wide path” plan.  He would to like to offer tax incentives to older areas of town.  Mr. Chuppe informed him this may not be possible unless it goes through the state first.

 

Councilmember Zoeller moved to adjourn the meeting at 7:45 p.m.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.
