Ordinance #2007-03-15/Amending the Ordinance Relating to Discharge of Wastewater, Second Reading
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending Section 31.060(c) (2) of the City of Shelbyville Codified Ordinances which limits the characteristics of any wastewater that may be discharged into the City municipal sewer system.

 

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Owens.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.

 

Upon roll call the following Councilmembers voted “aye”:  Matthews, Eaton, and Owens.  Nay:  Zoeller, Suttor.  Absent: Miller.

 

Ordinance/Permit Temporary Off-Site Sales or Display Events (Tent Sales) of Motor Vehicles by Dealer, First Reading
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville, whereas a motor vehicle dealer may conduct a temporary off-site sale or display event (tent sale) within the City of Shelbyville.  According to the Commonwealth of Kentucky Motor Vehicle Commission, an off-site motor vehicle sale shall not exceed five (5) successive days.

 

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.

 

Resolution/Illegal Immigrants in the Community
Mayor Hardesty read a resolution stating the concern of Shelbyville City Council over the adverse effects of illegal immigrants in our community and believes that federal resources are necessary to address the problem.  The Mayor is authorized and directed to send a letter to Kentucky’s Congressional delegation requesting assistance from the federal government in addressing the problem.

Proclamation/Severe Storms Preparedness
Mayor Hardesty read a proclamation declaring March as “Severe Storms Preparedness Month”.  The City of Shelbyville will join other local governments and agencies using this time to advise citizens on how to prepare for severe weather.
