REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING APRIL 15, 2007
 
 
 
Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the meeting to order with the following Councilmembers present:  Alan Matthews, Mike Zoeller, Donna Eaton, Shane Suttor, Valoise Owens and Michael Miller.

 

City employees present:  Gail Reed, Inez Harris, Willard Tucker, Mary Smith, Jon Blank, Jesse Landers, Jr., Brad Haymond, Al Minnis and Brian Raizor.  City Attorney:  Frank Chuppe.

 

Councilmember Matthews gave the invocation.

 

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.

 

Minutes/March 15, 2007
Councilmember Owens moved to approve the minutes of March 15, 2007 as read by Councilmembers prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

 

All voted "aye", and it was so ordered.

 

Presentation of Eagle Scout Project
Aaron Zehnder reported on the steps down to Clear Creek behind City hall.  This was done as his Eagle Scout project.  It took 20 people about 600 hours to complete this project.  

 

Ordinance/Annexing Approximately 94.5 acres, First Reading
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville, whereas property owned by WAZE Development Company, LLC is contiguous to the City of Shelbyville and is suitable for development for urban purposes without unreasonable delay.  His property is not included within the bounds of any other incorporated city limits.  The owner of said property executed a written consent to be annexed within the limits of Shelbyville.  This property contains approximately 94.5 acres.

 

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Owens.

 

Ordinance # 2007-04-05/Off-Site or Tent Sales, Second Reading
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville to permit temporary off-site sale or display events (tent sales) of motor vehicles by dealer.  An off-site motor vehicle “sale” shall not exceed five consecutive days.

 

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Matthews.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

 

Upon roll call, the following voted “aye”:  Matthews, Zoeller, Eaton, Suttor, Owens, and Miller.

 

Municipal Order #2007-04-05
Frank Chuppe read a municipal order declaring personal property that is considered surplus and of no useful purpose to the City of Shelbyville, surplus property.  The property can be sold at auction or by sealed bid.

 

Councilmember Suttor moved to approve the order.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

 

All voted "aye", and it was so ordered.

 

Resolution to accept 2007-07 Renaissance on Main Funds
Councilmember Owens moved to accept 2006-07 Renaissance on Main Funds from Governor’s Office for Local Government, and authorize Mayor Hardesty to execute all documents necessary.  There were 13 applicants applying for $150,000.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

 

All voted "aye", and it was so ordered.

 

Proclamation/Equal Pay Day
Mayor Hardesty read a proclamation declaring Tuesday April 24, 2006 as Equal Pay Day in the City of Shelbyville.

 

Department Reports
Gail Reed, Historic District Coordinator, invited everyone to the opening of the Shelby County Historical Museum at 627 Main Street on April 19th.

 

Ms Reed reported Mayor Hardesty asked the commission to apply pressure on owners in the Historic District to maintain their property.  He wants to avoid future “demolition by neglect.”

 

Eilene Collins, Shelby Development Executive Director, reports plans are underway for the Jubilee.  New events are being added this year.

 

Mary Smith, Personnel Administrator is working to update the policies and procedure manual.  There will be a CPR/Defibrillator training on April 24th at City Hall at 10 a.m. and 2 p.m. Councilmembers are welcome to attend.

 

Willard Tucker, Fire Chief, reported spring inspections are nearly complete.  Brandon Woods completed the state fire inspector program.  Assistant Chief Ethington, Jon Blank and John Hance have completed a NFPA codes update program the CEDAP grant was approved for $7,500.

 

Al Minnis, Public Works Superintendent reported no damage form last week’s storm.  Spring clean-up begins next week.  The dates are April 9-27th.  They are getting calls to fix potholes.

Mayor’s Report
Mayor Hardesty reported that he will be at a KLC training seminar on April 19th.  The Council meeting will be moved to April 26th.  Reminder that Good Friday is a ½ day holiday for City employees.  He has stepped up a greater collection campaign on business licenses.  He read a letter from Jim Bunning in response to his letter in reference to illegal immigration.

 

Council Reports
Councilmember Eaton gave Councilmembers five ordinances on garbage franchise from other cities that had their rates and services listed.

 

Councilmember Suttor passed out an article on how to get local police trained by ICE agents.
