Minutes/April 5, 2007
Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the minutes of April 5, 207, as read by Councilmembers prior to the meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Owens.\

Paul Hornback /Immigration Issues
Paula Hornback, a local Shelby county farmer addressed Council on the issues of illegal immigrants.  He is an employer of migrant workers.   He assured Councilmembers that the problem of illegal immigrants is not confined to Shelbyville.  However, not all illegal immigrants are agricultural workers.  They are now working in the housing industry, landscaping, and other industries.  He estimates that 75% are undocumented.  He is here to offer his assistance to Council.  He suggested working with Congress to solve the problem of illegal immigrants.  This fix must come through comprehensive immigration reform.  He ended by urging Councilmembers to write Senator Mitch McConnell who will address this issue on the Senate floor next month.

 

Resolution/Approving and Adopting the Execution of a Municipal Road Aid Bond
Councilmember Suttor moved to authorize Mayor Hardesty to sign a Municipal Road Aid Discretionary Bond Fund Agreement between the Commonwealth of Kentucky Transportation Cabinet and the City of Shelbyville.  This is supplemental agreement number one to delete Gruber Street and Dobson Lane, and to replace them with Willis and Oak Streets.  The monetary amount is $135,000

 

Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Robert Schutte, Police Chief, thanked Mayor Hardesty for his support during his wife’s ordeal.  The department issued several citations during a check on registered sex offenders.  There are certain areas where they cannot reside.  Those cited will have to appear in court.

 

Mayor’s Report
Mayor Hardesty reported that he has a copy of the Shelbyville By-Pass Land Use Manual.  He stated that Councilmember Zoeller has been appointed to the Clear Creek Conservation Trust committee.

 

Council Reports
Councilmember Eaton suggested a workshop to discuss the possible garbage franchise ordinance. Mayor Hardesty suggested everyone check their calendars for the week of  

May 6.  Councilmember Eaton asked if the zoning regulations for private streets meet city standards.

 

Councilmember Miller thanked Paul Hornback for attending the Council meeting.  He asked about the procedure for lowering the speed limit on City streets.  He would like to see the speed limit on LaGrange Road lowered from 45 to 35 mph from the railroad to the intersection of the bypass.  He suggested a resolution from Council to District 5 may help.

 

Councilmember Zoeller informed everyone the Heritage/Welcome Center grand opening was great was great.  The landscaping plan will really enhance the area.
