REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING MAY 17, 2007

Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with the following councilmembers present:  Alan Matthews, Mike Zoeller, Donna Eaton, Shane Suttor, Valoise Owens, and Michael Miller.

City employees present:  Judy Smith, Jeff Tennill, Inez Harris and Danny Goodwin.  

City Attorney:  Frank Chuppe.

Councilmember Eaton gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.

Minutes/May 3, 2007

Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the minutes of May 3, 2007 as read by councilmembers prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Owens.

All voted “aye” and it was so ordered.

Back Pack Program

Valerie Hundley and Bobby Andriot addressed council on the Back Pack Project that was started this year in the Shelby County Schools.  It is a project that provides individual meals for the weekend to low-income students in the 1st thru 5th grade.  They estimate there will be 200 children in the program in the next school year. They are asking council as well as churches, civic organizations and citizens of the community to help sponsor this project. This project will be continued throughout the summer.  The cost per child for the weekend is $6.00 or $225.00 per school year. 

Ordinance/2007-2008 Budget – 1st Reading

Judith Smith, Office Administrator, read the title and summary of an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville, estimating revenues and resources and appropriating funds for the operation of City government for the 2007-2008 budget year.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Discussion on bringing Bland Avenue, parts of 8th and 10th Street into the Historic District

Gail Reed, Historic District Coordinator, provided councilmembers with a map of the proposed area to be included in the Historic District.  There were several residents in attendance that spoke in favor of belonging to the district.  Residents feel the neighborhood is not safe, there is drug and prostitution in the area and the neighborhood has gone down.  

There will be a public hearing on July 19th at 5:30 p.m. with a first reading at the regular council meeting.

Discussion/Section 287G of Federal Immigration Law

Mayor Hardesty stated on the surface this is a good program.  All questions need to be answered before the City of Shelbyville commits to this program. Councilmember Suttor wants the police to do research as he has a full time job and wants to move forward with the program.

Major Goodwin reported he and Chief Schutte have researched Section 287G of Federal Immigration Law which enables local law agencies to be trained to enforce immigration law.  The enforcement will require special training of the department.  Major Goodwin stated it has been suggested that the jail handle this problem because of profiling issues that could result in lawsuits against the City of Shelbyville.

Bobby Waits, Shelby County Jailer stated he is willing to work with any agency on this matter, but he has a lot of questions that need to be answered. One of his concerns is the cost involved.

Mayor Hardesty appointed a committee to sit down with a representative from ICE for a face to face meeting.  They are Bobby Waits, Chief Schutte, the police committee and the Shelby County Sheriff.

Mr. Michael Pemperton of the Louisville Chapter of the Minutemen Civil Defense spoke on the Immigration issue.

Ordinance/Providing for the Control of Construction Site Storm Water Runoff – 1st Reading

City Attorney Frank Chuppe read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville whereas the City of Shelbyville will operate under the requirements of the Kentucky Pollutant Discharge Elimination System.  The City of Shelbyville will be required to develop, implement and enforce a program to reduce pollutants from storm water runoff from construction.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Ordinance/Prohibiting Certain Truck Braking System – 1st Reading

City Attorney Frank Chuppe read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville whereas it shall be illegal to use a dynamic braking system or engine retarding system on a truck or commercial vehicle while in the city limits of Shelbyville that results in excessive or unusually loud noise.  

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Owens.

Discussion/Alcoholic Beverage Regulatory Fee

Mayor Hardesty stated that an alcoholic beverage regulatory fee is a way to pay for the extra burden the sale of alcoholic beverages places on a city of our size.  It is also a way to raise revenue for the city.  The money must be used in law enforcement.  He will ask for a 5% tax on all alcoholic beverages sold in the City of Shelbyville.

Department Report

Major Danny Goodwin of the Police Department reported runs are up 23% from last year.

Mayor’s Report

Mayor Hardesty reported that Project Graduation is June 1st.  We have received notice the CERS increase is $171,000 up 21%.  There will be ribbon cuttings at Century Bank and Victory Sports.  Lake Shelby has started fish frys on the third Fridays during the summer.  First Baptist Church will have dedication of their Life Center this Sunday.  The KLC Convention is October 10-13th .  The annexation request to Fiscal Court was denied. 

Paula Pinkston will be retiring on May 31st.  She has worked for the city for 23 years.

Council Reports

Councilmember Zoeller reported the Shelby County Relay for Life will be on May 18, 2007 at Shelby County High School.

Councilmember Suttor reported the Clear Creek cleanup will be this Saturday.

At 9:15 p.m. Councilmember Suttor moved to go into closed session for the purpose of sale/acquisition of property.  Seconded by Councilmember Owens.

All voted “aye” and it was so ordered.

At 9:31 p.m. Councilmember Suttor moved to end the closed session.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

All voted “aye and it was so ordered.
