REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING JUNE 7, 2007

Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with the following councilmembers present:  Alan Matthews, Mike Zoeller, Donna Eaton, Shane Suttor and Valoise Owens.  Absent:  Michael Miller.

City Attorney:  Frank Chuppe.

Councilmember Matthews gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.

Minutes /Regular Meeting May 17, 2007 and Public Hearing 5/17/2007

Councilmember Suttor moved to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of 

May 17, 2007 and the Public Hearing of May 17, 2007 as read by councilmembers 

prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.

All voted “aye” and it was so ordered.

Ordinance/Amending Water Rates and Related Fees – 1st Reading

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville revising the schedule rates and charges for the use of services of the combined and consolidated Municipal Waterworks and Sewer System.  There will be a 3% water, 4% sewer  and  5% sewer rate increase effective September 1, 2007.  There will also be a $50.00 increase in meter setting fees.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Owens.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.

Ordinance/Amending the position of Administrative Assistant for the Office of Mayor – 1st Reading    

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending the position of the Administrative Assistant for the Mayor’s Office.  

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Owens.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Ordinance/2007-06-07(A) Storm Water Control – 2nd Reading

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville whereas the City of Shelbyville will operate under the requirements of the Kentucky Pollutant Discharge Elimination System.  The City of Shelbyville will be required to develop, implement and enforce a program to reduce pollutants from storm water runoff from Construction as set forth by the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Upon roll call, the following councilmembers voted “aye”:  Matthews, Zoeller, Eaton, Suttor and Owens.  Absent:  Miller. 

Charlie Frazee – Emergency Management Agency

Charlie Frazee, Director of the Shelby County Emergency Management gave an overview of the local agency.  He explained the four main duties of the agency are mitigation, preparedness, response and recovery.  

He has received tremendous support from different agencies in the county and invited councilmembers to stop by with any questions. 

Ordinance 2007-06-07/2007-2008 Budget – 2nd Reading

Mayor Hardesty read the title and summary of an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville, estimating revenues and resources and appropriating funds for the operation of City government for the 2007-2008 budget year.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Eaton.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Upon roll call, the following councilmembers voted “aye”:  Owens, Suttor, Eaton, Zoeller, and Matthews.  Absent:  Miller.

Ordinance 2007-06-07(B) Prohibiting Certain Truck Braking System- 2nd  Reading

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville whereas it shall be illegal to use a dynamic braking system or engine retarding system on a truck or commercial vehicle while in the city limits of Shelbyville that results in excessive or unusually loud noise.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Owens.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

Upon roll call, the following councilmembers voted “aye”:  Matthews, Zoeller, Eaton, Suttor, and Owens.  Absent:  Miller.

Ordinance/Amending Chapter 70 of the Shelbyville Code of Ordinances – 1st Reading

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending Chapter 70 of the Shelbyville Code of Ordinances.  The City of Shelbyville is adopting the Kentucky Building Code as well as the Kentucky Residential Code.  Pursuant to KRS. 198B.060, a building inspection program requiring permits and inspections for all residential and commercial construction is hereby established in the City of Shelbyville.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Owens.

Appointment/Nathan Riggs to  Code Enforcement Board

Mayor Hardesty recommended Nathan Riggs to the Code Enforcement Board for a three term to June 30, 2010.

Councilmember Owens moved to approve the Mayor’s recommendation.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.   

All voted “aye” and it was so ordered.

Appointment/Pam Bell to Tourism Board 

Mayor Hardesty recommended Pam Bell to the Tourism Board for a three term to 

June 30, 2010.

Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the appointment.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

All voted “aye” and it was so ordered.

Reappointment/Valoise Owens to the Water Commission

Mayor Hardesty recommended Valoise Owens be reappointed to the Water Commission Board, for a 3 year term to June 30, 2010.

Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the appointment.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

All voted “aye” and it was so ordered.

Proclamation/Goodwill Industries

Mayor Hardesty read a proclamation declaring June 21, 2007 as Goodwill Industries of Kentucky Day in Shelbyville.

Department Reports

Tom Doyle, Manager, Water Commission reported there is no water restrictions for city residents.  He also reported a small piece of property that  abuts the Clarence Miller property was turned over to the park.

Inez Harris, City Clerk/Treasurer asked for  Council approval of the April 2007 financial report.

Councilmember Owens moved to approve the April 2007 financial report.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

All voted “aye” and it was so ordered.

Albert Minnis, Public Works Superintendent, reported 15 streets will be resurfaced beginning next week.

Willard Tucker, Fire Chief reported the department collected a grand total of $16,015 for this years Crusade for Children.  He thanked all town citizens.  Station 1 is undergoing a face lift.  The guys are doing a lot of the work themselves. 

Mayor’s Report

Mayor Hardesty thanked councilmembers and city employees who worked at Project Graduation.  Lake Shelby will have a fish fry on June 16th.  Business After Hours will be at Commonwealth Bank on June 12th .  He thanked employees and councilmembers who worked on the incoming budget.
