REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING JUNE 21, 2007

Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with the following councilmembers present:  Alan Matthews, Mike Zoeller, Shane Suttor, Valoise Owens, and Michael Miller.  Absent:  Donna Eaton.

City employees present:  Robert Schutte, Gail Reed, Tom Doyle, Judy Smith and Inez Harris.  City Attorney:  Frank Chuppe.

Councilmember Matthews gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.

Minutes/June 7, 2007

Councilmember Owens moved to approve the minutes of June 7, 2007 as read by councilmembers prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

All voted “aye” and it was so ordered.

Ordinance #2007-06-21(B) Amending Water Rates and Related Fees – 2nd Reading

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read the summary of an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville revising the schedule rates and charges for the use of services of the combined and consolidated Municipal Waterworks and Sewer System. There will be 3% water, 4% sewer and 5% sewer rate increase effective September 1, 2007.  There will also be a $50.00 increase in meter setting fees.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Matthews.  Seconded by Councilmember Owens.  

Upon roll call, the following councilmembers voted “aye”:  Matthews, Zoeller, Suttor, Owens, and Miller.  Absent:  Eaton.

Ordinance/2006-2007 Budget Amendment – 1st Reading

Judith Smith, Office Administrator, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville, adopting an amendment to the 2006-2007 budget, estimating revenues and resources and appropriating funds for the operation of the City of Shelbyville.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Owens.

Ordinance/2007-06-21-Updating the Position of Administrative Assistant – 2nd Reading

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending the position of Administrative Assistant for the Mayor’s Office.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.

Upon roll call, the following councilmembers voted “aye”:  Miller, Owens, Suttor, Zoeller, and Matthews.  Absent:  Eaton

Ordinance #2007-06-21(A) Amending Chapter 70 of the Shelbyville Code of Ordinances – 2nd Reading

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read the summary of an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending Chapter 70 of the Shelbyville Code of Ordinances. The City of Shelbyville is adopting the Kentucky Building Code as well as the Kentucky Residential Code.  Pursuant to KRS. 198b.060, a building inspection program requiring permits and inspections for all residential and commercial construction is hereby established in the City of Shelbyville.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Owens.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Upon roll call, the following councilmembers voted “aye”:  Matthews, Zoeller, Suttor, Owens, and Miller.  Absent:  Eaton.

Ordinance/Enacting an Alcohol Regulatory License Fee – 1st Reading

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville enacting an alcohol regulatory license fee upon the gross receipts of each establishment in the city that sells alcoholic beverage.  The regulatory license percentage rate shall be 5%.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Matthews.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Appointment/Belinda Nichols to the Historic District Commission to June 30, 2010

Mayor Hardesty recommended Belinda Nichols to the Historic District Commission for a three term to June 30, 2010.

Councilmember Owens moved to approve the appointment.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.

All voted “aye” and it was so ordered.

287G/Immigration Discussion

Mayor Hardesty announced he and Chief Schutte have checked into the 287G Program.

The local department has no authority to check credentials on illegal immigrants.  ICE agents have more authority than the local department and they have a good working relationship.  No other agencies in the state of Kentucky are utilitizing this program at this time.  Another ICE agent will be assigned to this district to work in the area.  There are no immediate plans to use this program at this time.

Department Reports

Chief Robert Schutte, Police Chief, reported the department is dealing with vacations at this time.  The run totals for the year are 1,455.  Three officers are in narcotics investigative training.  The department has been focusing on Bland Avenue.  He met with the Shelby County/Shelbyville Parks Board regarding security at the park.  He suggested that they hire off duty officers.

Mayor’s Report

Mayor Hardesty reported there were 80 applications for the position of Administrative Assistant.  The deadline for the position of firefighter is June 22, 2007. 

Councilmember Suttor moved to adjourn the meeting at 7:22 p.m.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.
