Special Called Meeting August 9, 2007

Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with the following Councilmembers present:  Alan Matthews, Mike Zoeller, Donna Eaton, Shane Suttor, and Michael Miller. Absent:  Valoise Owens

City Employees present:  Judy Smith, Chris Spaulding, Jon Blank, Brandon Woods, Inez Harris, and Brad Haymond.

Councilmember Donna Eaton gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.

Minutes/July 19, 2007

Councilmember Alan Matthews moved to approve the minutes of July 19, 2007, as read by Councilmembers prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Donna Eaton.

All voted “aye” and it was so ordered.

Bobby Hudson/Industrial Revenue Bond for Nifco Manufacturing
Bobby Hudson, President of the Industrial Foundation, addressed council on behalf of Nifco North America, Inc.  Mr. Hudson asked City Council to consider issuing Industrial Building Revenue Bonds for the purpose of paying the cost of acquisition, remodeling and equipping the plant.  The cost of the bonds would be up to 20 million dollars with 10 million being tax exempt.  The City of Shelbyville will be under no obligation of these bonds.

Inducement Resolution

Councilmember Mike Zoeller moved to approve an inducement resolution for Nifco North America, Inc. for the purpose of remodeling and equipping a plant that will be located within the city limits.  The amount of the bonds is not to exceed 20 million dollars.  Seconded by Councilmember Alan Matthews.

All voted “aye” and it was so ordered.

Ordinance/2007-08-09/Relating to Building Contractor Identification and Fees – Second Reading

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville whereas every building contractor is required to obtain a General Building Contractor Identification Permit.  The fee for Building Contractors Identification shall be $50.00, Moving Contractor’s Identification shall be $50.00; Wrecking Identification is Type “A” shall be $100.00, and Type “B” shall be $200.00.  This ordinance is a means to protect property owners and the general public from non-compliant construction contractors.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Shane Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Donna Eaton.

Ordinance/2007 – Ad Valorem Property Tax – First Reading
Judith Smith, Office Administrator, read an Ordinance of the City of Shelbyville levying Ad Valorem tax for 2007 on real property of 28.2 cents on each $100 of assessed value and 48.0 cents on each $100 of assessed taxable personal property.

(This Ordinance failed to be introduced for a first reading.)

Ordinance/Relating to Business License for Renting Property – First Reading

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an Ordinance of the City of Shelbyville whereas every person or trust, etc. that collects income from the rental or leasing of residential property shall first annually obtain a license from the City Clerk/Treasurer before the commencement of that business.  The fee shall be $75.00 plus $10.00 per dwelling unit located within city limits.  The fee for commercial property shall be $75.00 plus $20.00 per suite.  Any amount owed under this subsection shall be reduced by the amount paid by the taxpayer for the same year pursuant to the City of Shelbyville’s annual license fee on net profits.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Mike Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Donna Eaton.

Department Reports

Jeff Tennill, Building Official/Chief Code Enforcement Officer, reported a contract has been signed for the demolition of a house on Pearl Street.

Chris Spaulding, Captain, Fire Department, reported 84 runs for the month of July.  They have joined with the Water Company for hydrant testing.  Training has increased from 8 to 24 hours per month.

Mayor’s Report

Mayor Hardesty reported he has received complaints on littering.  The Taste of Shelbyville is coming up and we need nominations for Citizen of the Year.  The Horse Show was a huge success this year.  He received a letter from Walker’s Body Shop wanting to be removed from the proposed historical zoning.

Council Reports

Councilmember Shane Suttor reported he has received complaints on trash.  He urged everyone to keep the community clean.

Councilmember Donna Eaton thanked city employees for their patience while she is learning.

Councilmember Alan Matthews reported the Golf Committee will be sharing information on the structural damage to the barn at Weissinger.
