Special Called Meeting August 9, 2007 

Councilmember Owens moved to approve the minutes of the Special Called Meeting as read by Councilmembers prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

All voted “aye” and it was so ordered.

Ordinance #2007-08-16/Relating to Business Licenses for Renting Property – 2nd Reading

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville whereas every person or trust, etc. that collects income from rental or leasing 3 or more units of residential property shall first obtain a license from the City Clerk/Treasurer before the commencement of that business.  The fee shall be $75.00 plus $10.00 per dwelling unit located within city limits.  The fee for commercial property shall be $75.00 plus $20.00 per suite.  Any amount owed under this subsection shall be reduced by the amount paid by the taxpayer for the same year pursuant to the City of Shelbyville’s annual license fee on net profits.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Upon roll call, the following voted “aye”:  Zoeller, Eaton, Suttor, and Owens.  Abstained:  Miller  Absent:  Matthews.

Ordinance/Levying Annual Assessment for Clear Creek Subdivision Public Improvement Bonds – 1st Reading
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville levying the annual assessment for the Clear Creek Subdivision Public Improvement Bonds for 2008.  The amount to be collected is $1,441.83 per lot.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Ordinance/Ad Valorem Property Tax Rate – 1st Reading

Judith Smith, Office Administrator, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville levying the 2007 Ad Valorem property taxes.  The taxable real property rate shall be 27.5 cents per $100 of assessed value.  The taxable personal property tax rate shall be 46.8 cents per $100 of assessed value.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Eaton.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Department Reports
Inez Harris, City Clerk/Treasurer, asked for approval of the 2007 June financial report.

Councilmember Eaton moved to approve the 2007 June financial report.  Seconded by Councilmember Owens.

All voted “aye” and it was so ordered.

Police Chief Robert Schutte reported all officers are trained with the tasers.  They are working out the problems with the computers in the cars.  They are busy working several robberies in the area.

Mayor Hardesty cautions everyone to be careful in the heat.  Judge Hickman has started a drug court in Shelby County.  The success rate is 66%.  The Taste of Shelby is September 10, 2007.  He needs nominations for “Citizen of the Year”.

Council Report
Councilmember Eaton wanted to know the progress zoning has made on streets with patio homes.

Councilmember Suttor gave out a pamphlet on E-verify.  It helps employers to identify people using false Social Security numbers.  He wants the city to revisit the 287(g) Program.
