Regular Council Meeting September 6, 2007

Councilmember Matthews gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.

Minutes/August 16, 2007 
Councilmember Eaton moved to approve the minutes of August 16, 2007, as read by Councilmembers prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

All voted “aye” and it was so ordered.

Ordinance #2007-09-06/Levying Annual Assessment for the Clear Creek Subdivision Public Improvement Bonds – 2nd Reading

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read the summary of an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville levying the annual assessment for the Clear Creek Subdivision Public Improvement Bonds for 2008.  The amount to be collected is $1,441.83 per lot.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Owens.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.

Upon roll call, the following Councilmembers voted “aye”:  Matthews, Eaton, Suttor, Owens, and Miller.  Absent:  Mike Zoeller

Ordinance/2007-09-06(A)/Levying Ad Valorem Property Taxes for the Calendar Year 2007 – 2nd Reading

Judith Smith, Office Administrator, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville levying the 2007 proposed tax rate of 27.5 cents per $100 assessed real property and 46.8 cents per $100 assessed personal property.  (There was no increase in the 2007 real property tax rate and the personal property is 3.0 less).
It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Eaton.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

Upon roll call, the following Councilmembers voted “aye”:  Miller, Owens, Suttor, Eaton, and Matthews.  Absent:  Mike Zoeller

Ordinance/Amending Authorization for Permit Temporary Off-site Sale or Display Events (“Tent Sales”) of Motor Vehicles by Dealer – 1st Reading

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending ordinance #2007-04-05(A), which states providing all other licensing and permitting requirements are met “providing however, that no motor vehicle dealer shall be permitted to conduct more than one off-site sale or display event in the City of Shelbyville within any twelve (12) month period”.
It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Owens.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

Fire Truck Recommendation

Captain Doug Herndon of the Fire Department reported the fire truck committee is ready to replace the 1973 Mac Truck.  Their recommendation is the Ferrara pumper truck at a cost of $299,322 with exceptions - $294,832.17 with pay options.  Once the order has been placed, it will take 240-260 days for delivery of the vehicle.

Councilmember Eaton moved to accept the bid on the Ferrara pumper truck.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

All voted “aye” and it was so ordered.

Eilene Collins, Executive Director, Shelby Development Corporation, reported the Clear Creek Conservation Trust picnic will be September 13th at Clear Creek Park.  There will be a Street Party Concert on September 22nd at 7:00 p.m.

Captain Doug Herndon, Fire Department, reported 84 runs for the month of July.  The department is working with the Water Company on hydrant testing.  They are servicing the fire apparatus.
