Regular Council Meeting September 20, 2007

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.

Minutes/September 6, 2007 
Councilmember Suttor moved to approve the minutes of September 6, 2007, as read by Councilmembers prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Owens.

Ordinance/#2007-09-20 Amending Authorization for Permit Temporary Off-site Sale or Display Events (“Tent Sales”) of Motor Vehicles by Dealer – 2nd Reading

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending ordinance #2007-04-05(A), which states providing all other licensing and permitting requirements are met “providing however, that no motor vehicle dealer shall be permitted to conduct more than one off-site sale or display event in the City of Shelbyville within any twelve (12) month period”.
It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Owens.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Request / Kevin Schweitzer, Owner of Liquor World

Mr. Schweitzer asked Council to review Kentucky State Statue in regard to the Alcohol Regulatory License Fee.  He stated City is not in compliance.  After discussion, Mayor Hardesty stated first year would be a trial year.  Mr. Schweitzer asked Council to reconsider 5% tax.

Councilmember Miller excused himself.  Asked that at next Council Workshop, please add to the agenda to review landscape development.

Presentation / Carelino Palerno – Kentucky Bi-National Latino Health Fair

Centro Latino will host the Health Fair October 20.  Ms. Palerno invited City to participate and asked for their support.  Mayor Hardesty said the council will take it under advisement.
Department Reports
City Clerk – Carla Wainscott asked Council to approve July and August 2007 Financial reports. Councilmember Zoeller made a motion to approve. Councilmember Eaton seconded.

Chief Schutte – Runs up by 15%.  Four (4) individuals were arrested in home invasion.  Home Security Grant received in the amount of $49,000.  Money will be divided between City, County, and Simpsonville.

Mayor’s Report
Mayor Hardesty thanked city employees who have been enduring the extreme heat this summer.  The lake is down approximately 6 feet.  Mayor attended Shelby County Industrial Foundation 50th Anniversary Celebration at the Fairgrounds.  Street Party was September 22nd.  The Sixth Street merchants had a block party on September 23rd. The Employee Appreciation Banquet will be Sept. 27th at the Stratton Center. Lake Shelby Fish Fry will be September 21st.  City will be doing a renovation project at golf course due to water damage to front of building.  We are working with an architect.  Neff Packaging Solutions in Simpsonville had a ribbon cutting on September 18th.  Electric City moved to Hi Point Industrial Park and had a ribbon cutting September 20th.  Mayor attended Martinsville Festival and Simpsonville Festival.   The Mayor made a presentation to Fiscal Court and Simpsonville Council to address the illegal immigration problem and ask them to pass resolution asking for more help from Federal Government.

Councilmember Zoeller stated traveling from Henry Clay Street to Main Street there is no sign at stop light stating Main Street is one-way street.  No left hand turn.  Mayor Hardesty will advise Mr. Minnis at Public Works.

Ernestine Shouse – Spruce Drive   Ms. Shouse advised Council there is a big problem with trash on street behind her (rental property).  Residents throw trash in yard.  No garbage cans. Mayor Hardesty advised her that the property owner is responsible for removing trash or providing container for trash.  There should be an agreement between tenant and owner.  Mayor Hardesty told Ms. Shouse he would have Code Enforcement follow-up.  Ms. Shouse said she had to build a fence around her yard to keep trash from blowing in her yard. The street behind her is Zelkova.  Elderly people on her street are afraid to say anything.  City is trying to clean-up community.  Mayor Hardesty thanked Ms. Shouse for coming.
