Regular Council Meeting October 18, 2007

Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with the following Councilmembers present: Alan Matthews, Mike Zoeller, Donna Eaton, Shane Suttor, Valoise Owens, and Michael Miller.  
City Employees present: Gail Reed, Wayne Shouse, Kevin Calvert, and Inez Harris.
City Attorney:  Frank Chuppe.
Councilmember Matthews gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.

Minutes/October 4, 2007 

Councilmember Owens moved to approve the minutes of October 4, 2007, as read by Councilmembers prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.
All voted “aye” and it was so ordered.

Ordinance #2007-10-18 Amending the Boundaries of the Historic District – 2nd Reading
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending the boundaries of the Historic District to add Bland Avenue, 8th Street from Henry Clay South to the end of 8th Street, the East side of 10th Street from Henry Clay Street to Bland Avenue and the West side of 10th Street from Henry Clay Street to Bland Avenue and the West side of Tenth Street from a line ten feet North and parallel to Kentucky Street to Bland Avenue.
Larry Smith, property owner on Eighth Street voiced concern about the condition of properties in the area.  He thinks the present ordinances and code enforcement are the key.  He spoke in opposition of the ordinance.

Susan Travis, homeowner, wants the extension of boundaries to help clean up the area.  She spoke in favor of the ordinance.

Carolyn Slaton-Knox, homeowner, wants to bring a feel of safety to the area.  The quaint homes are turning into a slum.  No one is being held responsible for the upkeep.  She spoke in favor of the ordinance.

Brenda Webb, homeowner, doesn’t think being in the Historic District will make the area safer.  She spoke in opposition of the ordinance.

Councilmember Zoeller introduced for a second reading.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Upon roll call, the following Councilmembers voted “aye”:  Matthews, Zoeller, Eaton, Suttor, and Owens.  “Nay”: Miller

Ordinance #2007-10-18(A) Zone Change from R-4 (Multi-Family Residential) to C-4 (Highway Commercial) on 1.3459 acres – 2nd Reading
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read the summary of an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville for a proposed zone change at Churchview Street and Mack Walters Road.  The proposed change is from R-4 (Multi-family Residential) to C-4 (Highway Commercial) on 1.3459 acres.
It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Matthews.  Seconded by Councilmember Owens

Upon roll call, the following Councilmembers voted “aye”:  Miller, Owens, Suttor, Eaton, Zoeller, and Matthews.
Revise Shelby County E-911 Interlocal Agreement
Mayor Hardesty outlined the changes in the Shelby County E-911 Interlocal Agreement Draft Revisions.  Under the old agreement, shared cost was 50% Shelby Fiscal Court, 40% City of Shelbyville, and 10% by the City of Simpsonville.  The new agreement calls for 65% for Shelby County Fiscal Court, 30% for the City of Shelbyville, and 5% for the City of Simpsonville.  A new site of operation must be approved by all 3 governing bodies and it must be reviewed every 5 years beginning in 2011.
Councilmember Miller thinks city residents are paying double as citizens of Shelbyville and Shelby County.  Councilmember Matthews thinks it should be a self-funded agency.  He wants a resolution to our State Representatives to raise fees on cell phones.  He thinks this is the way to raise revenue.  Currently, there is a $.70 charge on cell phones and $2.99 on land lines to E-911.

Mayor Hardesty stressed if Council failed to approve this agreement, it reverts to the original agreement.

Councilmember Miller wants to have a discussion on this issue when the next anniversary date rolls around.

Councilmember Suttor moved to approve the new agreement.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

All voted “aye” and it was so ordered.

Authorize Mayor Hardesty to sign agreement with E-Z Go Textron for golf carts.

Mayor Hardesty reported one bid was received for golf carts, E-Z Go Textron submitted a bid of 30 payments of $8,300 per month.

Councilmember Matthews moved for Mayor Hardesty to sign the agreement with E-Z Go Textron for golf carts.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

All voted “aye” and it was so ordered.

Municipal Order – Declaring Surplus on Real Property

Mayor Hardesty wants real property on Tenth to be declared surplus property (Part of the Police Garage).  Due to the size, location, and nature of property, it cannot be put to a suitable public use.  The total area of the property is approximately 640 square feet.

Councilmember Matthews moved to declare the property surplus and to allow the property to be sold by public bidding.  Seconded by Councilmember Miller.

All voted “aye” and it was so ordered.

Department Reports

Eilene Collins, Executive Director, Shelby Development Corporation, issued invitations to the Annual SDC Meeting on October 22, 2007, at 5:30 p.m.  The annual planning retreat is November 8th.  The Clear Creek Conservation Trust Annual Meeting has been cancelled.

Wayne Shouse, Golf Operations Manager, reported they are busy doing maintenance on the course.  The effluent water system has helped the course.  The bidding process has started on the canopy.

Mayor’s Report

Mayor Hardesty reminded everyone of the “No Burn” Ordinance mandated by the county and state.  The Fall City Wide Clean-Up will be October 29th thru November 2nd.  There will be a Council Workshop on October 30th at 5:30 p.m. The discussion will be “Landscape Buffering Regulations”.  Ryan Libke, along with Triple S Planning & Zoning members, Shelby Fiscal Magistrates, and Simpsonville Commissioners have been invited to attend.  Another item of discussion will be a possible firehouse on Warrior Way.
Bill Mason, with the Housing Authority, has received HUD’s “High Performer Review” for the fifth year.

Council Reports

Councilmember Eaton wants to add illegal immigration to the workshop agenda.  She has information on an I-9 Program.  This is a Federal form for employer documentation to guard against hiring illegal immigrants.
Councilmember Suttor moved to adjourn at 7:55 p.m.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.
