Minutes/November 1, 2007

Resolution/Solid Waste Management Plan
Russell Thomas, Solid Waste Director, gave a brief explanation of the Solid Waste Management Plan.  He stated the plan is mandated by the state and must be reviewed every five years.  The local board is trying to upgrade and obtain a new recycling center.  This year, there was a 20% increase in recycling.  The board is currently looking for a new centralized location for solid waste.

Bid Proposal – Canopy/Weissinger Hills Golf Course
Mayor Hardesty reported Bailey Drywall has withdrawn their bid on the canopy at Weissinger.  He recommended Arbor View be awarded the job at $73,875.00.
Councilmember Miller moved to approve Arbor View be awarded the bid on the canopy.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.

The vote was 3 ayes and 3 nays.  Mayor Hardesty chose not to vote.  This item will be put on the agenda for December 6, 2007.
