Regular Council Meeting December 6, 2007

Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with the following Councilmembers present: Alan Matthews, Mike Zoeller, Donna Eaton, Shane Suttor, Valoise Owens, and Michael Miller.

Councilmember Eaton gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.

Minutes/November 15, 2007 

Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the minutes of November 15, 2007, as read by Councilmembers prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Bid/Canopy/Weissinger Hills Golf Course
Mayor Hardesty will require the contractor to have a bond on the project even though it was not in the bid specs.  Councilmember Matthews moved to accept Arbor View as the contractor for the bid canopy in the amount of $73,875.00.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Surplus Property – 1008 Henry Clay
Mayor Hardesty reported there was only one bid received on the surplus property at 1008 Henry Clay.  Calvin Walker submitted a bid of $200 for the property.
Councilmember Eaton moved to accept Mr. Walker’s bid.  Seconded by Councilmember Owens.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Bids/Police Cruisers
Mayor Hardesty reported 1 bid was received on police cruisers from Pearce Motors in the amount of $20,505.  Councilmember Suttor wants the city to look at the Dodge Charger because it is cheaper and gets better gas mileage.  Chief Schutte and the Police Committee recommended the Crown Victoria.

Councilmember Zoeller moved to accept the bid of $20,505 from Pearce Motors.  Seconded by Councilmember Owens.

There were 5 ayes and 1 nay.

Resolution – Supporting the Water Line along the I-64 Corridor through Shelby County – Tom Doyle
Mr.  Doyle, Manager of the Shelbyville Water and Sewer Plant, explained the Commission is concerned that a single reliance on Guist Creek Lake could result in severe consequences in the event of contamination of the lake, decrease capacity, and failure of the dam.  The Louisville Water Company has expressed interest in providing treated water through Shelby County along the I-64 corridor.  The water lines would create an alternate and redundant source of supply for the City of Shelbyville and Shelby County.

Councilmember Suttor moved to approve the resolution.  Seconded by Councilmember Owens.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Resolution – Adoption of a Resolution of the City of Shelbyville making a commitment to and authorizing its participation in a memorandum of understanding with neighboring counties, cities and sanitation districts relating to sewer services.

Tom Doyle, Manager Shelbyville Water and Sewer Plant, explained this resolution is giving permission to communicate with neighboring counties who own, operate, or plan improvements to existing or proposed sewer facilities.  We will work to share information on water regulations and long term sewer usage.

Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the resolution.  Seconded by Councilmember Owens.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Resolution – Kentucky Transportation Cabinet – Maintenance Agreement

Mayor Hardesty read an agreement between the City of Shelbyville and the Transportation Cabinet Department of Highways whereas the City will provide cleaning maintenance on US 60 from the intersection of KY 55 to the Masonic Home.  The City will perform this project at the cost of $5,500 per year.  The City will not be responsible for removing dead animals.  This agreement is for a period of 3 years.  Both parties may cancel this agreement by giving a 30 day notice.  Councilmember Matthews requested the $5,500 be put in the Public Works budget.
Councilmember Suttor moved to approve a resolution authorizing Mayor Hardesty to enter into this agreement with the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Ordinance/Enacting and Adopting a Supplement to the Code of Ordinances – 1st Reading

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville adopting the 2007 

S-10 Supplement to the Code of Ordinances.

Councilmember Zoeller moved to introduce for first reading.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Discussion – Fire Station #3 – Warrior Way

The Fire Committee, along with Mayor Hardesty and Chief Tucker, met to look at the possibility of a Fire Station 3.  The area has approximately 700 residential lots, 2 schools, and other properties along with the proposed bypass.  The committee looked at manpower, equipment, building cost, building size, labor and the availability of grants.  The land is located between the existing schools and debt free.

Chief Tucker is concerned with manpower and equipment.

Councilmember Eaton wants to make the commitment to look into the process of proceeding.  Councilmember Zoeller is concerned about the end of school day traffic, location of fire department between the 2 schools, and the size of the road.  The general consensus of council was to move forward. 
Department Reports

Willard Tucker, Fire Chief, reported they are using the Class D Program to paint at the stations.  Trainings are continuing on Tuesdays.  Captains Herndon and Spaulding along with Firefighter Witt attended Instructor’s Training in London, KY.  Firefighter Raizor completed HazMat Technician training.  The department worked with the police and got an arson arrest.  The local Fire Association received a $23,000 grant to upgrade the training area at North Seventh Street.  They will use labor from Whitney M. Young.
Mary Smith, Personnel Administrator, reported Linda Whitaker will be retiring from Public Works.  W-2’s will be filed electronically for the first time.

Eileen Collins, Executive Director, Shelby Development Corporation, reported the church walk will begin at 6:30 p.m. on December 15th.  There will be no board meeting this month.  

Inez Harris, City Clerk/Treasurer asked for approval of the October 2007 financial report.

Councilmember Eaton moved to approve the 2007 October financial report.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Al Minnis, Public Works Superintendent, passed out his winter plan.  They will be getting brine from Shelby County.

Mayor’s Report

Mayor Hardesty received a memo from Kentucky League of Cities on the Blue Ribbon Report regarding the pension crisis.  He urged everyone to contact our State Representatives to take action.  The Christmas parade was a success.  The Leadership Shelby Government Day is December 12th.  The Christmas Reception is December 13th from 3-5 p.m.  A reminder that sidewalks must be maintained by the homeowner.
