Ordinance/Amending Chapter 72 of the Shelbyville Code of Ordinances Pertaining to the Historic District – 1st Reading – Frank Chuppe
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville whereas every owner of a landmark, a landmark site, or a property in a historic district shall keep in good repair all exterior and interior portions of building and structures.  Persons violating provisions of this chapter shall be fined no less than $50.00 nor more than $500.00 for each offense.
It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Matthews.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.
Department Reports
Inez Harris, City Clerk/Treasurer, asked for approval of the November 2007 financial report.  Councilmember Owens moved to approve the November financial report.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Mary Smith, Personnel Administrator, reported W2’s are ready.  She has received 17 applications for Police lateral and 8 for the Public Works Administrative Assistant.  Representatives from Retirement and Deferred Comp will be at City Hall on March 13, 2008.
Clay Cottongim, Parks Director, reported 3 main projects involving grant monies.  They are the Skate Park, Finchville Recreation Trails Grant, and the Red Orchard Trails Grant.  They are working on obtaining a grant through Ron Lewis’ office for the purchase of additional property.
