2006-2007 Audit 

Matt Huelsman, auditor with Richardson, Pennington, and Skinner, addressed council on the City’s 2006-2007 audit.  He reported the City has a two million dollar reserve.  He also gave the city a “clean” audit.

Councilmember Suttor moved to approve the 2006-2007 audit.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Proclamation – Earthquake Awareness Week
Mayor Hardesty read a proclamation declaring February 3-9, 2008, as Earthquake Awareness Week.

Ordinance 2008-02-07/Amending Chapter 72 Pertaining to the Historic District  - 2nd Reading – Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending Chapter 72 of the Historic District, whereas every owner of a landmark site, or a property in a historic district shall keep in good repair all exterior and interior portions of buildings and structures.  Persons violating provisions of this chapter shall be fined no less than $50.00 or more than $500.00 for each offense.
