Minutes/March 6, 2008 

Councilmember Eaton moved to approve the March 6th minutes as read by Councilmembers prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Allison Dempsey - Norton Cancer Center – Presentation

Ms. Dempsey addressed the council concerning cancer prevention and early detection.  Norton’s Cancer Institute would like to bring its Mobile Cancer Prevention Unit to Shelby County.  They would like to establish a linkage with the local hospital, Emergency Medical Services, and Health Department.  They are running into opposition from the North Central District Health Department.

Ms. Dempsey asked council for support in bringing this service to Shelbyville/Shelby County.  All councilmembers agreed to write a letter of support to establish a linkage agreement between the entities.

Ordinance – Repealing Certain Existing Sections of the Planning and Zoning Regulations Applicable to the City of Shelbyville and Enacting New Sections – 1st Reading – Frank Chuppe
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville repealing existing sections of Article XV of the Planning and Zoning Regulations applicable to the City.  New sections of Article XV, Sections 1501 through 1509 are adopted by this ordinance.
It was introduced by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.
Ordinance/Amending the Alcohol Sales Regulatory License Fee – 1st Reading – Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending the Alcohol Sales Regulatory License Fee that was enacted by Ordinance #2007-07-05(A).  The fee shall be cancelled for all alcohol sales on or after January 1, 2008.
It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Owens.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.
Municipal Order/Releasing Certain Mortgages of the Shelbyville Urban Renewal and Community Development Agency – Councilmember Miller moved to release the following mortgages by Augusta Jackson, Louise Wilson, and Mary Anne McNeal.  The conditions of these mortgages have been satisfied by the Shelbyville Urban Renewal and Community Development Agency.  Seconded by Councilmember Owens.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
