Minutes/March 20, 2008 

Councilmember Owens moved to approve the minutes of March 20, 2008 as read by Council members prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Ordinance – 2008-04-03 Repealing Certain Existing Sections of the Planning and Zoning Regulations Applicable to the City of Shelbyville and Enacting New Sections - 2nd Reading – Frank Chuppe
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville repealing existing sections of Article XV of the Planning and Zoning Regulations applicable to the City.  New sections of Article XV, Sections 1501 through 1509 are adopted by this ordinance.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Ordinance – 2008-04-03(A) Repealing the Alcohol Sales Regulatory License Fee – 2nd Reading – Frank Chuppe
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read the summary of an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending the Alcohol Sales Regulatory License Fee that was enacted by Ordinance #2007-07-05(A).  The fee shall be cancelled for all alcohol sales on or after January 1, 2008.
It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Owens.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.

Councilmember Zoeller and Councilmember Owens, who are on the Police Committee, will meet with Chief Schutte to determine how the funds will be spent.

Ordinance/Authorizing the Execution and Delivery of a Grant Agreement with Nifco North America – 1st Reading - Frank Chuppe

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance authorizing the execution and delivery of a Grant Agreement with Nifco North America providing for a grant to the company of an amount equal to 1/3 of the 1.5% occupational license fee collected by the company with respect to its employees over a period of 5 years.

Ordinance/Authorizing the Issuance of $19,500,000 Principle Amount of City of Shelbyville Tax Exempt and Taxable Industrial Building Revenue Bonds Series 2008A and Series 2008B – 1st Reading – Frank Chuppe

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney read an ordinance authorizing the issuance of $19,500,000 principle tax-exempt and taxable industrial building revenue bonds Series 2008A and Series 2008B for the purpose of financing the acquisition, construction, and equipping of an industrial facility for Nifco North America.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Owens.
