City Employees present: Chief Willard Tucker, Jesse Landers, Jr., Troy Witt, Chief Robert Schutte, Gail Reed, Judith Smith, Albert Minnis, Chris Spaulding, Jon Blank, Jeff Tennill, Clint Byrnside, Brent Hatter, and Inez Harris.

Councilmember Matthews gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.
Minutes/May 1, 2008
Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the minutes of May 1, 2008 as read by council members prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Owens.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.  
Budget Message
Mayor Hardesty addressed council on the 2008-2009 budget.  We will stay within budget without raising revenue.  The City of Shelbyville will continue to recruit new industry while retaining the industry we have.  Public Safety will continue to be our number one priority.  We will continue to fund Shelbyville/Shelby County Parks, Shelby Development Corporation, and the Historic District, along with some community projects.  We just took possession of a new 2008 fire truck and will purchase 2 new police cars, and a dump truck.  We will also do some curb projects and paving.

Ordinance/2008-2009 Budget
Judith Smith, Office Administrator, read the 2008-2009 budget estimating revenues and resources and appropriating funds for the operation of city government.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Proclamation – National Historic Preservation Month
Mayor Hardesty read a proclamation declaring May 2008 as National Historic Preservation Month.
Proclamation – Shelby County Relay for Life
Mayor Hardesty read a proclamation declaring the week of May 11 – 17, 2008 as Shelby County Relay for Life “Paint the Town Purple Week”.

Proclamation – Drug Court Month

Mayor Hardesty read a proclamation declaring the month of May 2008 as “Drug Court Month”.

Municipal Order – Declaring Surplus Property

Mayor Hardesty read a Municipal Order declaring 3 tracts of land (between Main and Equity Street) conveyed to the City of Shelbyville on April 9, 1945 as surplus property.  The owners of the property were Cornelia S. Hall, Matthew Hall, and James and Willie Ray.  This property was taken to make way for the Western District Warehouse.
Councilmember Suttor moved to declare the property surplus.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Ordinance – Closing a Public Way and Dedicating a Public Way between Main Street and Equity Street – 1st Reading – Frank Chuppe

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville closing a portion of Short Street that runs from Equity Street to Vine Street/Old Vine Street and a portion of Vine Street/Old Vine Street that runs from Willis Avenue to the end of Vine Street/Old Vine Street.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Owens.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.
Ordinance – Imposition and Administration of an Occupational License Requirement and Payment of an Occupational License Tax by Persons and Businesses Occupations, and Professions within the City of Shelbyville – 

1st Reading – Frank Chuppe

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville relating to the imposition and administration of an occupational license requirement and payment of an occupational license tax by persons and businesses, occupations, and professions within the City of Shelbyville.  (This ordinance addresses House Bill 107).

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Department Reports
Judith Smith, Office Administrator, reported the administration office is busy with the collections of business licenses and property taxes.
Eilene Collins, SDC Executive Director, reports the Street Party Concerts will begin on May 24, 2008.  Some concerts will be held in the parking lot beside the History Museum.
Albert Minnis, Public Works Superintendent, reported the first street sweeping out to the Old Mason’s Home went well.  The 5 day clean-up produced five 30 yard dumpsters of trash.  This was the largest city wide clean-up.

Willard Tucker, Fire Chief, reports spring inspections were around 1200.  They have started a Junior Firefighter Program for youth between the ages of 13-18 years old.  They currently have 7 participants.  Jesse Landers, Jr. is in charge.

Robert Schutte, Police Chief, reports the department is working short 1 officer and 2 are off on the injured list.  They will have a bike registration for the first time.

Mayor’s Report

Mayor Hardesty reported the canopy project at Weissinger Golf Course is 99% finished.  The Settle Gym floor is finished.  The E-Z Go Golf Scramble netted a total of $5,801.00 for local charities.
Council Reports
Councilmember Zoeller reported the Police Committee is recommending the proceeds from the Alcohol Regulatory License Fee be used for the purchase of digital in car video systems.  Total cost will be around $48,279.00
Councilmember Suttor would like to be proactive and have a workshop to address economic development.  With rising gas cost, he would like to look into the possibility of using golf carts on City streets to save on gas.
Councilmember Miller reported he, Mayor Hardesty, Al Andrews, and Bryan Slone met with Richard Barrios (structural engineer) to get a complete report on the Weissinger Barn.  They discussed corrections that needed to take place.  They will meet again on May 20th for the next step.  
Councilmember Miller submitted his resignation to the council effective June 1, 2008.

At 7:35 p.m., Councilmember Suttor moved to go into closed session to discuss possible acquisition of real property and an economic development incentive package for a new industrial prospect.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.
