Regular Council Meeting June 19, 2008
Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with the following Councilmembers present:  Alan Matthews, Mike Zoeller, Donna Eaton,Valoise Owens,  Shane Suttor and Don Cubert, Sr.
City Employees present: Judy Smith, Jeff Tennill, Kevin Calvert, and Carla Wainscott.

Councilmember Matthews gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.
Note: The Mayor would like to reiterate that Mr. Cubert was appointed by the Council.  Mr. Cubert is replacing Mike Miller who resigned.

Minutes/Regular Meeting 6/5/2008; Public Hearings (2) Municipal Road Aid and Health Facilities Revenue Bonds JHS; Special Called Meeting June 10, 2008
Councilmember Owens moved to approve the minutes as read prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Ordinance/Amending Code Enforcement Requirements Relating to Inspection of Property and Junked Vehicles – 2nd Reading – Frank Chuppe

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance amending code enforcement requirements relating to inspection of property and junk vehicles.  This ordinance amends the time non-operating vehicles may remain on the property from 7 days to 3 days.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

Upon roll call, the following council members voted “aye”: Cubert, Owens, Suttor, Eaton, Zoeller, and Matthews.

Ordinance/2007-2008 Budget Amendment – 1st Reading – Judith Smith, Office Administrator
Judith Smith, Office Administrator, read the 2007-2008 Budget Amendment.  
It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Presentation – 5 Gaited Farm Amend Binding Element – Mark Patterson
Mark Patterson from Vector Engineers was representing the owner.  They wish to build Phase 1 construction from access at Shepherds Way to Brittany Estates and eventually reaching Old Seven Mile Pike.  The only request tonight is to consider an amendment to the ordinance, maybe 2 phases.  The City may want to get with Planning & Zoning and see what they think.  Twenty-three (23) more houses are being built with one exit in and out.  The second exit would be Old Seven Mile Pike, which could be years for an alternative exit.  Building the blue section first would not be feasible due to sewers being too far away.  City Council would like a letter from Ryan Libke on his opinion on this development proposal.
Appointment/ Beth Kovacs – Renaissance Committee – Mayor Hardesty
Mayor Hardesty recommended Beth Kovacs be appointed to the Renaissance Committee.

Councilmember Eaton moved to approve the appointment.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Appointment/Candace Wolfe to the Shelbyville/Shelby County Tourism Commission – Mayor Hardesty

Mayor Hardesty recommended Candace Wolfe be appointed to the Tourism Commission to complete term of July 1, 2008 – May 31, 2010.  Replacing Pam Bell.
Councilmember Suttor moved to approve the appointment.  Seconded by Councilmember Owens.

All voted “aye” and it was so ordered.

Judith Smith, Office Administrator, reported that office is very busy with closing of the fiscal year and ledgers.
Eilene Collins, Executive Director, Shelby Development Corporation, advised the Council that on June 24, 2008, the Shelby Development Corporation will be hosting Up the Downtown Staircase.  Silver Wings band will perform on June 21, 2008 at 5:00 p.m.  Board Meeting will be held on June 27, 2008.

Carla Wainscott, Accounts Payable/License Clerk, asked the Council for approval of the 2008 May Financial report.  Councilmember Eaton moved to approve the 2008 May Financial report.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

All voted “aye” and it was so ordered.

Mayor’s Report
Shelbyville/Shelby County Fair is going on right now, so please attend.  The Street Party on June 21, 2008 will feature the band Silver Wings.  There will be a fish fry on Friday at Lake Shelby.  The Fire Department and Public Works are removing debris from Lake Shelby.  June 28 – 29, 2008 the Amateur Radio Operators will be at the old fire house on 7th Street.  Mayor reported he had been working with Judge Rothenburger and Bobby Hudson in trying to get industrial prospects to come to Shelbyville.  Clear Creek Park is requesting donations for the fireworks display on July 4, 2008.
Council Reports
Councilmember Zoeller asked if there was a plan in place to handle traffic when there is an accident on I-64 and traffic is routed to US 60.  Police officers should be at stop lights so traffic is not backed up.
Councilmember Suttor is reviewing SB93 in regard to golf carts being used on public streets.
