Ordinance 2008-06-19/2007-2008 Budget Amendment — 2™ Reading — Judith Smith, Office
Administrator

Judith Smith, Office Administrator, read the title and summary of an ordinance adopting an amendment to
the 2007-2008 budget, estimating revenues and resources and appropriating funds for the operation of the
City of Shelbyville.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Zoeller. Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Upon roll call, the following council members voted “aye”: Matthews, Zoeller, Eaton, Suttor, Owens, and
Cubert.
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Municipal Order 2008-07-03 – Authorizing the Sale of Surplus Property – 
Councilmember Owens moved to approve a Municipal Order authorizing the sale of surplus property that has no useful purpose to the city.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Bids – Surplus Property – 3 Small Parcels of Land Located in the Vicinity of Main and Equity Street – Western District submitted the only bid of $500 for 3 small parcels of land located in the vicinity of Main and Equity Street.  Councilmember Suttor moved to accept the bid.  Seconded by Councilmember Owens.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Re-appointment/Bill Madigan – Code Enforcement Board – 6/30/2011 - Mayor Hardesty

Mayor Hardesty recommended Bill Madigan be re-appointed to the Code Enforcement Board to June 30, 2011.

Councilmember Eaton moved to approve the re-appointment.  Seconded by Councilmember Owens.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Appointment – H. Park Wills – Tax Appeals Board – 3/20/2011 – Mayor Hardesty

Mayor Hardesty recommended H. Park Wills be appointed to the Tax Appeals Board to June 30, 2011.

Councilmember Zoeller moved to approve the appointment.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Discussion – Senate Bill Regarding Golf Carts on Highway – Councilmember Shane Suttor

Councilmember Suttor informed council of Senate Bill 93 that would allow for golf carts to be driven on highways.  He explained this would be an opportunity for the city to go green.  They could only be used in the downtown area.  Councilmember Cubert stated the carts would have to be modified for safety.  They can only go 35 m.p.h.  Mayor Hardesty reported they could not be used on major highways, but only in residential areas.  After more discussion, Mayor Hardesty asked the Police Committee along with Chief Schutte to study Senate Bill 93.  They are to make a recommendation to the council at their earliest convenience.

Department Reports
Police Chief Bob Schutte reported a bicycle registration program has been started.  He has 4 officers off sick.  The department hosted a Regional Gang Seminar.  The first 6 months of 2008 crime rate was down 26% and accidents 20%.  They currently have 1 opening in the department.
Sgt. Chris Miller, Fire Department, reported 78 runs for the month.  They have tested 2.5 miles of hose.  The department is working with the Water Company for hydrant testing.  The Crusade for Children collection was $15,000 for the city.  The annual Poker Run netted $2,000 for local charities.  Training is on-going at the department.  No word on grant proposals.

Mayor’s Report
Mayor Hardesty reported Jeff Tennill and Mr. Minnis are pushing for sidewalks to be replaced.  Construction has started on the water line for the new courthouse.  He and the Fire Committee Members met with Quintin Biagi for the final design for Firehouse #3.  Street paving is ahead of schedule.  Mayor Hardesty will be out of the country July 9th – July 19th on a trip with the Industrial Foundation.

Council Report
Councilmember Matthews reported the Golf Committee has developed a priority list for the Weissinger barn.  Some will be addressed in this budget year.

At 7:25 p.m. Councilmember Eaton moved to adjourn.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.
