Special Called Council Meeting July 24, 2008
Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with the following Councilmembers present: Mike Zoeller, Donna Eaton, Valoise Owens, Shane Suttor and Don Cubert, Sr., Absent:  Alan Matthews
City Employees present: Wendy Rutledge, Jeff Tennill, and Gail Reed.
City Attorney:  Frank Chuppe.
Councilmember Eaton gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.

Minutes/Regular Meeting July 3, 2008 - Councilmember Suttor moved to approve the minutes of the Council Meeting of July 3, 2008 as read prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Presentation by Bob Andriot, SMART – Mr. Andriot sent a challenge out to each council member to visit each shop and shop keeper in town to offer support and listen to their concerns about downtown.  It is also each council member’s responsibility to the community.  Andriot asked if the council members would consider creating Renaissance funding in the City’s budget.  This would offer incentive to the owners of historic buildings in downtown Shelbyville.

Approval of June 2008 Financial Report – Mayor Hardesty asked for approval of the June 2008 financial report.  Councilmember Zoeller moved to approve the June 2008 financial report.  Seconded by Councilmember Owens.  
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Approval of Bids on Surplus Property – Councilmember Owens moved to approve the bids on surplus property.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.  
All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Appointment to Code Enforcement Board – The Mayor recommended Dana Carey be appointed to the Code Enforcement Board.  Ms. Carey’s term will end on June 30, 2011.  Councilmember Owens moved to approve the appointment.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.  

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Police Committee Recommendation – Golf Carts on City Streets

Committee member Zoeller stated that above all else, safety is the top priority in allowing golf carts on the City streets.  Before Council makes a decision, Zoeller would like to have a trial run possibly on Main Street to observe the carts take off from a stop and if this will interfere with existing traffic.  Zoeller did not think that carts should be allowed on Main Street, Washington Street, and Smithfield Road.  He thinks that carts should be able to cross only at stop lights, and the dawn to dusk rule would apply.  The Mayor and all Council members agreed to schedule a workshop for this issue, before making any decision.
Department Reports
Gail Reed, Historic District Coordinator, reported that 6 historic buildings were improved with this round of Renaissance Grant money. The City received $150,000 in matching grant monies this year. Early fall of 2009 will be the next time for the City to apply for future grant money.
The Abraham Lincoln exhibit will be at the Welcome Center Friday, July 25, 2008 from 3:00 – 9:00 p.m. only.

Eilene Collins, Executive Director, Shelby Development Corporation, thanked the Mayor and Council for the budget increase for the upcoming fiscal year.  Eilene reported that 500 entries were received for the Youth Art Show.  There will be a “Downtown Living Tour” coming up in the fall.
Chief Schutte, Police Department, reported Officer Jeff Schank has been hired and will begin on July 28, 2008.

Mayor’s Report
Mayor Hardesty reminded all about the annual horse show coming up.  Mayor Hardesty expressed appreciation to the Police Department about keeping crime down.  The Mayor, with individuals from the Industrial Foundation, traveled to Germany to re-visit our Sister City Bitburg.
Council Reports
Councilmember Owens stated that she has been cleaning and pulling weeds by her property.  Mayor requested that Jeff Tennill get with Ms. Owens about this problem.  

Councilmember Suttor thanked Ms. Owens for maintaining the lot and pulling the weeds.  Councilmember Suttor also was approached by a resident, to change the cycles on a street light on Mt. Eden Road.
