Minutes/December 18, 2008  - Councilmember Suttor moved to approve the minutes of December 18, 2008 as read by council members prior to the meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Discussion/MS4 2008 Stormwater Quality Management Plan – Horace Brown and Kerry Magan

Horace Brown and Kerry Magan, City Engineers, explained the City of Shelbyville went on the Municipal Separate Stormwater System Program (MS4) four years ago.  This is a program of the Division of Water and EPA.  He prepared a 5 year program to implement changes needed.  He received feedback which the city implemented.  However, we have received a notice of violation dated December 19, 2008.  There were 4 items on the notice of violation that the city will have to correct.  These violations must be corrected by February 28, 2009.

There will be ordinances that will have to be drafted and implemented.  Failure to comply will result in civil penalties up to $25,000 per day per violation.

Ordinance/An Ordinance of the City of Shelbyville Concerning Amendment of a Binding Element Related to a Zone Change (Shepard’s Way and Seven Mile Pike) – 1st Reading 
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance Adopting the Findings of Fact and Recommendations of the Triple S Planning and Zoning Commission pertaining to an application of 5 Gaited Farms LLC.  The change recommended is binding element number 4, which gives access to Seven Mile Pike during construction.  All other binding elements remain the same.
