Regular Council Meeting February 5, 2009

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.
Minutes/ January 15, 2009 - Councilmember Swindler moved to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of January 15, 2009 as read by council members prior to the meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Regulating Non-Storm Water Discharges
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, passed out an ordinance he wanted council to review on non-storm water discharge before passing.  Kerry Magan and Horace Brown have been working on the specifics that have been mandated by the State Division of Water.  

The first ordinance will deal with illicit discharge.  It must have specific items that address enforcements and violations.
Mr. Magan has asked for a time extension on the Illicit Discharge Ordinance until March 31, 2009 and Post Construction Ordinance until July 31, 2009.

Resolution – Authorizing Mayor to sign application for State Department of Local Government Funding from Neighborhood Stabilization Program
Councilmember Suttor moved to approve a resolution authorizing Mayor Hardesty to sign the City of Shelbyville’s application on the Kentucky Neighborhood Stabilization Program.  This program is part of the Housing and Economic Recovery Act Section 2301 (c)(3).  The amount of funds requested by the City is $975,250.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Department Reports
Eilene Collins, Executive Director, Shelby Development Corporation, reported the Annual Report is in council packets.  The Renaissance Report for 2008 and application for 2009 have been sent to the Kentucky Heritage Corporation along with a copy to the Department for Local Government.  We will know in a few months if we are certified as a Renaissance City.  The corporation voted on the goals and objectives from the retreat at the January meeting.
Inez Harris, City Clerk/Treasurer, asked for approval of the December 2008 Financial Report.  Councilmember Zoeller moved to approve the December 2008 Financial Report.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Bryan Slone, Golf Pro Manager, reported minor damage from the ice storm.  Season passes are down compared to last year.

Willard Tucker, Fire Chief, reported his department made 93 runs during the ice storm.  He was very pleased with his staff.  Testing was held last week for the position of firefighter with 9 candidates qualifying.
