Regular Council Meeting February 19, 2009
Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the Regular Council Meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with the following Councilmembers present:  Mike Zoeller, Donna Eaton, Shane Suttor, Jon Swindler, and George Best.  Absent:  Alan Matthews

Minutes/ February 5, 2009 - Councilmember Suttor moved to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of February 5, 2009 as read by council members prior to the meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Ordinance/Regulating Non-Storm Water Discharges – 1st Reading
Mayor Hardesty read the summary of an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville for regulating non-storm water discharges.  This ordinance was mandated by the Kentucky State Division of Water.  Horace Brown announced he would be hosting a Rainwater Workshop on February 25, 2009 from 7-9 p.m. at City Hall.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Resolution – Authorizing the Mayor to Enter into an agreement with the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet Relating to a T-21 Grant
Councilmember Suttor moved to approve a resolution authorizing Mayor Hardesty to enter into an agreement with the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet pertaining to T-21 funds.  This is for a proposed sidewalk project on Sanford Lane.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Discussion – Changing Green Space on Amended Plats by Developers
Councilmember Zoeller wants council to make a ruling on green space.  Developers are putting additional green space in plats to sell subdivisions and later amending the plats to reduce the green space.  He wants to protect homeowners from developers who amend the plats to sell those green spaces to build homes.  He wants the homeowners association to agree 100% for the green space to be sold, and/or to request developers go to the Homeowners Association or City Council for a plat change.

The consensus was to ask the City Attorney to draw up a change in the zoning regulation to address this problem.  Mayor Hardesty appointed a task force of Councilmember Best, Councilmember Zoeller, and himself to discuss this situation with Ryan Libke at Planning and Zoning and make a recommendation to council.
