Regular Council Meeting March 5, 2009

Councilmember Matthews gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.
Minutes/ February 19, 2009 - Councilmember Zoeller moved to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of February 19, 2009 as read by council members prior to the meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Ordinance #2009-03-05 - Regulating Non-Storm Water Discharges – 2nd Reading – Frank Chuppe
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read the summary of an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville regulating non-storm water discharges.  This ordinance was mandated by the Kentucky State Division of Water.
It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Upon roll call, the following council members voted “aye”:  Matthews, Zoeller, Eaton, Suttor, Swindler, and Best.

Ordinance #2009-03-05(A) – Amendment Binding Element Related to a Zone Change (Shepard’s Way and Seven Mile Pike) – 2nd Reading – Frank Chuppe
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read the summary of an ordinance Adopting the Findings of Fact and  Recommendations of the Triple S Planning and Zoning Commission to amend binding element No. 4 that was imposed on Ordinance #2006-02-16.  All other binding elements in the Zoning Classification of R-3 Single Family only shall remain the same.
It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Best.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

Upon roll call, the following council members voted “aye”:  Best, Swindler, Suttor, Eaton, Zoeller, and Matthews.

Ordinance/Amending the Number of Members to the Code Enforcement Board – 1st Reading – Frank Chuppe

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville to amend the number of members on the Code Enforcement Board from three members to five members.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.

Ordinance/Amending the Membership of the Historic District Commission – 1st Reading – Frank Chuppe

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending the number of members on the Shelbyville Historic District Commission from 5 to 7 members.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Best.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Appointment/Wayne Anderson to Code Enforcement Board to complete the term of Bill Madigan until 6/30/2011.

Councilmember Swindler moved to approve the appointment.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Proclamation – Severe Storms Preparedness Month Storm Ready 2009

Mayor Hardesty read a proclamation declaring the month of March 2009 as a Severe Storms Preparedness Month Storm Ready 2009.

Discussion – Small area study from Judicial Center to Hwy. 53 (East End of Main, Washington, and Henry Clay Streets)

The Comprehensive Plan recommended a small area study be done in this area due to the new Judicial Center and parking lot.  A study needs to be done to see what’s needed for future growth.  This will be an opportunity to direct development on the east end.

Councilmember Eaton moved to authorize Mayor Hardesty to look for someone to commission a small area study from the Judicial Center to Hwy. 53 to include the east end of Main, Washington, and Henry Clay streets.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.  Mr. Chuppe, City Attorney, will research the Kentucky Revised Statues to see what is needed to put a moratorium in effect until the study is completed.

Judith Smith, Office Administrator, reported budget preparations are under way for 2009-2010.
Gail Reed, Historic District Coordinator, reported new Shelbyville Historic District Guidebooks have been printed.  The last books were published 12 years ago.

Eilene Collins, SDC Executive Director, reported working on plans for Jubilee.

Inez Harris, City Clerk/Treasurer, asked for approval of the January 2009 Financial Report.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Willard Tucker, Fire Chief, reported working on paperwork for FEMA.  Bids for Station 3 will be opened on April 2, 2009 at 3:00 p.m. at City Hall.

Mayor’s Report
Mayor Hardesty reported Public Works is continuing with limb pick-up.  They are now in Zone B.  The Human Rights Commission has had two workshops and is up and running.  The Chamber of Commerce Showcase is March 28th at Shelby County High School.  We are in the process of updating our website.  The Multi-Use Pathway Committee will be working with Ryan Libke to design sidewalks.
