Regular Council Meeting April 16, 2009
Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the Regular Council Meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with the following Councilmembers present:  Mike Zoeller, Donna Eaton, Shane Suttor, Jon Swindler, George Best and Alan Matthews
City Employees Present: Major Goodwin, Chief Schutte, Gail Reed, Eilene Collins, and Carla Wainscott
City Attorney:  Frank Chuppe
Councilmember Matthews gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.
Minutes/ Regular Called Meeting March 19, 2009 - Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of March 19, 2009 as read by council members prior to the meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Presentation – By-Laws for Human Rights Commission – Gary Walls
The Committee is seeking ratification of their mission statement and the constitution by-laws.
Ordinance – City Engineer/Public Works Director – 1st Reading 
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville creating the Position of City Engineer/Public Works Director.
It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Bids – Police Cruiser
Chief Schutte received 2 bids.  Bids were received from Countryside Auto Mall in Lawrenceburg  ($21,624.00) and O’Brien Ford/Mercury of Shelbyville ($22,598.30).  O’Brien’s bid is $974.30 higher than Countryside.

Councilmember Eaton voiced her concern for the safety of the officers and all the equipment that goes into a police car.  She is in favor of the Crown Victoria due to the vehicle being the largest and best for our police officers.  Councilmember Suttor gathered information from the internet and gave the information to all council members, Mayor, and Chief Schutte regarding the Chevy Impala.  It showed all the statistics of the Impala versus the Crown Victoria.  The Impala would save on gas and cost around $5,000.00 less than the Crown Victoria.  The Mayor asked Chief Schutte about transferring the equipment from the Crown Victoria to an Impala or Charger.  The Chief said they would have to purchase new equipment which would be an additional cost.  Councilmember Suttor would just like for the Police Department to try something new.  Councilmember Suttor would like for them to look at another vehicle and the LTD is the most expensive. The city tries to budget a couple of new vehicles each year to rotate out the older ones.  The council recommended accepting the bid from the local dealership.  However, the City Attorney advised the council that according to the Model Procurement Code the city is required to accept the lowest bid.  Therefore, the city accepted the bid from Countryside Auto Mall in Lawrenceburg.
Councilmember Matthews moved to accept the bid.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Council members Eaton, Best, Matthews, Zoeller, and Swindler voted “aye”.  Councilmember Suttor voted “nay”.

The City of Shelbyville is authorizing Inez Harris to be the point of contact for FEMA with regard to receiving funding to recover our disaster relief expenses.
