All present pledged allegiance to the flag.
Minutes/ Regular Called Meeting April 16, 2009 - Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of April 16, 2009 as read by council members prior to the meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Best.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Presentation Litter Proposal – East Middle School
The 7th grade Talented and Gifted Students of East Middle School made a presentation to City Council on “Project Citizen”.  The group asked council to strengthen the litter ordinance and to add monetary fines to offenders.

Mayor Hardesty will refer their project to Code Enforcement and have them make a recommendation to council.
Request/Ashley Sanders/Accept Thorn Street into City Street System
Ms. Ashley Sanders addressed council about bringing Thorn Street into the city street system.  There are only two houses on Thorn Street and they do not receive city services such as snow plow and storm debris removal.  There is no proper drainage from the park across the street.  These houses were built on a single lot before zoning regulations went into effect.
Mayor Hardesty will ask the Public Works Committee and Horace Brown, City Engineer, to study and make a recommendation to council.

Bids – Shelbyville Fire Station #3
Mr. Quintin Biagi, Architect, recommended the firm of Roederer Construction to construct Fire Station #3 on Warrior Way.  Their bid price was $664,223.
Councilmember Eaton moved to accept the bid.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Ordinance 2009-05-07 – Creating the Position of City Engineer/Public Works Director – 2nd Reading
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read the summary of an ordinance creating the position of City Engineer/Public Works Director.  This position will direct engineering projects and the Public Works Department.
It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Matthews.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Proclamation/National Historical Preservation Month – Mayor Hardesty declared May 2009 as “National Historic Preservation Month”.  “This Place Matters” is the theme co-sponsored by the Shelbyville Historic District Commission and The National Trust for Historic Preservation.
Proclamation/Drug Court Month – Graduation May 15, 2009

Mayor Hardesty declared May 15, 2009 as National Drug Court Commencement Day and May 2009 as Drug Court Month.
Department Reports
Eilene Collins, Executive Director, Shelby Development Corporation, reported Clear Creek Conservation will meet for the annual cleaning of the creek.  The Business Committee of Shelby Development Corporation will meet to discuss tax credit incentives in the downtown business district.
Willard Tucker, Fire Chief, reported the department has been hauling dirt to Station #3.  He thanked Public Works and the Water Company for their assistance.  The Junior Firefighters had lunch with Mayor Hardesty in April.

Inez Harris, City Clerk/Treasurer asked for approval of the March 2009 Financial Report.

Councilmember Best moved to approve the March 2009 Financial Report.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.
