Regular Council Meeting June 4, 2009
Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the Regular Council Meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with the following Councilmembers present:  Alan Matthews, Mike Zoeller, Donna Eaton, Shane Suttor, Jon Swindler, and George Best.
City Employees Present: Judith Smith, Wendy Rutledge, Tory Harris, Clint Brynside, Raymond Williams, Chief Willard (Tiger) Tucker, Rickie Floyd, and Josh Tucker.
City Attorney:  Frank Chuppe
Councilmember Best gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.
Minutes/ Regular Called Meeting May 21, 2009 - Mayor Hardesty made the following correction in the minutes.  In regard to Ordinance #2009-05-31, Councilmember Matthews introduced and Councilmember Zoeller seconded the motion.  Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the minutes of the regular meeting on May 21, 2009 with correction.  Seconded by Councilmember Best.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Ordinance #2009-06-04 - Adopting the City of Shelbyville Annual Budget for the 2009-2010 fiscal year – 2nd  Reading – Judith Smith, Office Administrator
Councilmember Best asked if the City knew how much monies were received from the Budd plant in regards to the interlocal agreement.  Mayor Hardesty and Judith Smith commented that the funding received from the county is not broken down individually by industry.
Councilmember Suttor moved to approve the 2nd reading.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.
Upon roll call, the following council members voted “aye”:  Best, Suttor, Swindler, Eaton, Matthews, and Zoeller.

2008-2009 Budget Amendment – 1st Reading – Judith Smith, Office Administrator

Councilmember Eaton moved to approve. Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.  
Second reading will be at the regular council meeting on June 18, 2009.

Presentation – Yolanda Bradford, Hazel Joyce Wiley Career & Financial Literacy Institute, Shelbyville
Yolanda Bradford thanked the city for all the continued financial support.  In Ms. Bradford’s presentation, she reported that Shelbyville is in crisis mode with some factories closing.  Mayor Hardesty stated that the Career & Financial Literacy Institute was approved for a donation from the City Community Development Funds.
Ordinance/Part-time Evidence/Property Room Custodian (Police Dept.) – 1st Reading
This is a newly created position which is less than 20 hours per week with no benefits.  Councilmember Suttor asked Chief Schutte if there was a pay scale for this position.  Chief Schutte and Mayor Hardesty said $15.00/hour was budgeted.  Councilmember Best asked if it would be funded by grant monies.  No.  Chief Schutte stated this will save the city money because an officer is currently being used on overtime basis.
Councilmember Suttor moved to approve.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Second reading will be on June 18, 2009 at the regular council meeting.

Recommendation – Consultant for Small Area Study – Mayor Hardesty
HNTB Corporation based in Louisville was chosen out of 11 proposals received and reviewed by the Mayor and committee members.  HNTB’s bid was $36,280.00.  Councilmember Best stated the committee did not accept the lowest bid – but the best bid.  This is a six month process.  The City will receive 25 hard copies when the study is finished.

Councilmember Best moved to approve.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Department Reports

Eilene Collins, Shelby Development Corporation – The first concert was a success.  A sizeable crowd showed.  The next two concert dates are June 12th and June 27th.  The Horse Jubilee events and the Art Show events are well underway.

Police Chief Schutte reported run totals are up by 5%.  Accident reports are down.  Thefts from cars have been sporadic recently.  Chief Schutte stated all of the reported thefts were because the vehicles were left unlocked.

Fire Chief Tucker introduced Shelbyville’s most recent new hire, Josh Tucker.  This is accident season.  The Shelbyville/Shelby County firefighters will be at intersections collecting for Crusade for Children.  The process of moving dirt for Station 3 is progressing at a nice pace.

Mayor’s Report

Lance Alexander is working part-time at Weissinger Hills.  This coming Friday and Saturday, Weissinger will be hosting the Amputee Tournament.  Project Graduation is this Friday night.  The Mayor would like to see the council members there.  The City of Shelbyville’s website is still under construction.  City Engineer/Public Works Director interviews will be on Thursday of next week.  Kerry Magan and Horace Brown (City Engineer) are keeping up-to-date precautions with stormwater management.
