Regular Council Meeting June 18, 2009
Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the Regular Council Meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with the following Councilmembers present:  Alan Matthews, Mike Zoeller, Donna Eaton, Shane Suttor, Jon Swindler, and George Best.

Councilmember Eaton gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.
Minutes/ Public Hearing June 4, 2009 and Regular Council Meeting June 4, 2009 -
Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the minutes of the Public Hearing 6/4/2009 and the regular council meeting 6/14/2009 as read by council members prior to meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Ordinance/Creating a New Article of Zoning Regulations Applicable in the City of Shelbyville – 1st Reading 
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville adopting a new article to the existing planning and zoning regulations.  Article XIX would create a new overlay district to the Zoning Regulations.
It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Best.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.
Presentation – Elizabeth Lafferty, Director, Drug/Alcohol Advisory Council
Ms. Lafferty gave a presentation on gang activity in the Shelbyville area.  The Drug/Alcohol Advisory Council has applied for a federal grant in the amount of $500,000 to be disbursed over a five year period.  The name has been changed to Shelby Prevention.
Request for Funds – Shelby County Community Theatre – Jamie Swindler
Mrs. Swindler asked council for funds to help fix a wall at the Community Theatre.  She asked council to match the $2500 they received from Fiscal Court.
Mayor Hardesty will meet with the finance committee to consider the request.

Ordinance #2009-06-18 – 2008-2009 Budget Amendment – 2nd Reading – Inez Harris
Inez Harris, City Clerk/Treasurer, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending the 2008-2009 budget.
It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Upon roll call, the following council members voted “aye”:  Matthews, Zoeller, Eaton, Suttor, Swindler, and Best.

Ordinance #2009-06-18(A) – Part-time Evidence/Property Room Custodian (Police Dept.) – 2nd Reading – Frank Chuppe
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville creating the position of Part-time Evidence/Property Room Custodian for the Police Department.  This position is for less than 20 hours a week with no benefits.  The pay scale is $7.89 - $14.82 per hour.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Matthews.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

Upon roll call, the following council members voted “aye”: Best, Swindler, Suttor, Eaton, Zoeller, and Matthews.

Appointment – Tom Waggoner to Historic District Commission

Mayor Hardesty recommended Tom Waggoner be appointed to the Historic District Commission for a 3 year term to June 30, 2012.

Councilmember Best moved to approve the appointment.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Re-Appointment – Randy Head to Water and Sewer Commission
Mayor Hardesty recommended Randy Head be re-appointed to the Water and Sewer Commission for a 3 year term until June 30, 2012.

Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the re-appointment.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Department Reports

Inez Harris, City Clerk/Treasurer, asked for approval of the May 2009 financial report.
Councilmember Zoeller moved to approve the May 2009 Financial Report.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

Mayor’s Report

Mayor Hardesty reported rain has put Fire Station #3 behind schedule.  We have not made a decision on the City Engineer.  There is new patio furniture at Weissinger on the 19th hole.  The pump station behind Cola Commons has been moved to higher ground.  Settle Gym will be getting a new roof.  The tennis court behind Settle Gym will be getting an underground irrigation system.  The Friday night Fish Fry at Lake Shelby is back.
