Regular Council Meeting July 2, 2009

Minutes/ Regular Council Meeting June 18, 2009 
Councilmember Best moved to approve the minutes of the regular council meeting June 18, 2009 as read by council members prior to meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.
“What is a non-domestic animal?”
Ginny Soto of 712 Plainview addressed council complaining the ordinance relating to nuisances does not give a clear definition of a non-domestic animal.  She has been given a Citation by Code Enforcement regarding chickens.  She wants the ordinance to clearly state the maximum number of chickens that can be held on a lot; and she wants a more “chicken friendly” ordinance.  Ms. Soto thinks chickens should be allowed in the city.  Ms. Soto also brought one of her chickens to the meeting.
Mayor Hardesty will talk with the City Attorney for recommendations.

Ordinance #2009-07-02- Creating a New Article of Zoning Regulations Applicable in the City of Shelbyville – 2nd Reading – Mayor Hardesty
Mayor Hardesty read the summary of an ordinance creating a New Article XIX to the Zoning Regulations.  This ordinance adopts a new overlay district for protection and enhancement of special areas within the City of Shelbyville.
It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Upon roll call, the following council members voted “aye”:  Matthews, Zoeller, Eaton, Suttor, Swindler, and Best.

Re-Appointment – Valerie Hundley to Historic District Commission for 3 years to June 30, 2012
Mayor Hardesty recommended Valerie Hundley be re-appointed to the Historic District Commission for a 3 year term until June 30, 2012.

Mayor Hardesty explained to council the Planning Commission approved the Goals and Objectives at their meeting on June 16, 2009.  Council has 90 days for consideration, amendments or adoption as required by KRS.100.193.
