All present pledged allegiance to the flag.

Minutes/ Regular Council Meeting July 2, 2009 
Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the minutes of the regular council meeting July 2, 2009 as read by council members prior to the meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Re-Appointment – Lynda Tharp – Triple S Board of Adjustments and Appeals – 4 years – July 31, 2013
Mayor Hardesty recommended Lynda Tharp be re-appointed to a 4 year term to the Triple S Board of Adjustments and Appeals until July 31, 2013.
Councilmember Zoeller moved to approve the appointment.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Ordinance – Adopting a New Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance and Repealing the Existing Ordinance – 1st Reading
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read the summary of an ordinance adopting a new flood damage prevention ordinance and repealing the existing ordinance.

Horace Brown, Acting City Engineer, explained this ordinance addresses concerns by FEMA.  New flood maps are due out on September 2, 2009 and the city would not be in compliance under the old plan.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Swindler.  Seconded by Councilmember Best.

Department Reports

Horace Brown thanked the city for allowing him to serve 11 years as city engineer.  The project he is most proud of is the dredging of Lake Shelby.  Lake Shelby is a popular place for bird watching.
Inez Harris, City Clerk/Treasurer, asked for approval for the June 2009 Financial Report.

Councilmember Eaton moved to approve the 2009 Financial Report.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Police Major Danny Goodwin reported several area burglaries have been solved.  Calls for service are up to 1172 compared to 1155 in May.
Fire Captain Raymond Williams reported 83 runs for June, 620 for this year.  The department is working with the water company doing hydrant testing.  They are working on GPS mapping of city streets.  Grading has been done at Station 3 along with footers being poured.  The city fire department raised $16,461.12 for the Crusade for Children up from $14,508.57 last year.

Mayor’s Report

The History Camp sponsored by the Shelby County Historical Society was a huge success.  The consultants for the Small Area Study of the east end will hold a public workshop on July 28th at the Stratton Center from 6:30 p.m. to 8:30 p.m.  A public open house will be held on September 8th to discuss the vision and plan for the east end of downtown.
