Regular Council Meeting August 6, 2009
Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the Regular Council Meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with the following Councilmembers present:  Alan Matthews, Mike Zoeller, Donna Eaton, Jon Swindler, and George Best.  Absent:  Shane Suttor

Councilmember Matthews gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.

Minutes/ Regular Council Meeting July 16, 2009 
Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the minutes of the regular council meeting July 16, 2009 as read by council members prior to the meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Mayor Hardesty welcomed Jennifer Herrell as the new City Engineer/Public Works Director.
Presentation/Norris Beckley – Stepping Stone Youth Enrichment Program/Proposal
Norris Beckley addressed council on behalf of Stepping Stone Youth Enrichment, Inc.  It is a 501(c) organization located at 121 Martin Luther King Street.  The goal is to improve and enhance the lives of young people.  Mr. Beckley is seeking funds to refurbish the Community Center.
Ordinance  - Adopting a New Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance and Repealing the Existing Ordinance – 1st Reading – Frank Chuppe
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville adopting a new flood damage prevention ordinance and repealing the existing ordinance.

This ordinance will bring the city into compliance with new flood maps and addresses some FEMA concerns.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Ordinance – Amending Existing Ordinance Relating to Keeping Animals in the City of Shelbyville – 1st Reading – Frank Chuppe
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance amending Chapter 51.001 to read “Domestic pets” as follows:  Any of the following animals:  domestic dog, cat, rabbit, guinea pig, chinchilla, hamster, gerbil, ferret.
It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Matthews.  Seconded by Councilmember Best.

Ordinance – 2009 Property Tax – 1st Reading – Judith Smith

Judith Smith, Office Administrator, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville levying Ad Valorem Property Taxes for the year 2009.  The rate for real property will be 27.5 cents on each $100 of assessed value.  The rate for personal property will be 41.7 cents on each $100 of assessed value.

It is the recommendation of the finance committee along with Mayor Hardesty to keep the tax rate the same for 2009.

Discussion/Possible Adoption – Triple S Planning Commissions 2010-2030 Shelby County Comprehensive Plan Statement of Goals & Objectives

Ryan Libke, Executive Director with the Triple S Planning Commission, was present at the meeting to answer questions on the 2010-2030 Comprehensive Plan’s Statement of Goals and Objectives.

Councilmember Matthew’s concerns were all answered by Mr. Libke.  No other council members had a comment.

Councilmember Best moved to approve the 2010-2030 statement of Goals and Objectives.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Appointment/Larry Jones to complete unexpired term of Randy Brown on the Human Rights Commission Board until 1/1/2012.

Mayor Hardesty recommended Larry Jones to the Human Rights Commission Board to fill the unexpired term of Randy Brown until January 1, 2012.

Councilmember Zoeller moved to approve the appointment.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Department Reports
Willard Tucker, Fire Chief, reported masonry work has begun at Station 3 along with plumbing.  The department held a mass casualty training drill with Alcan and Jewish Hospital.

Judith Smith, Office Administrator, reminded everyone of a public hearing on August 20, 2009 at 6:15 p.m. regarding the 2009 property tax rate.

Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Director, reported the MS4 Program on Stormwater is now on our website.  We still need to pass a post construction ordinance.  This is one of the notices of violations from the Kentucky State Division of Water.  It will be put on the website.  This will be the final ordinance on stormwater.  The Division of Water and EPA is very serious about this program.
Eilene Collins, Executive Director, Shelby Development Corporation, reported Jubilee 2009 was a success.  There were lots of volunteers.  She thanked city officials for the financial support for the 2008-2009 year.  The Youth Art Show had 278 entries.

Ryan Libke, Executive Director, Triple S Planning and Zoning, reported that when all 3 bodies have adopted the 2010-2030 Comprehensive Plan Statement of Goals & Objectives, the next step is to go through the elements for finalization.

The small area study received lots of public comments.  They will be sent to the steering committee.  A public hearing is scheduled for September 8, 2009.

Mayor’s Report

The 2009 horse show was a success.  Shelby County Fiscal Court passed an ordinance on home addressing that will affect us all.  We received a letter from Jamison’s Sales and Rental expressing gratitude to our three detectives on helping to solve a fraud case.  The Governor’s Local Official Workshop will be August 17-19.
