Minutes/ Regular Council Meeting August 6, 2009 
Mayor Hardesty had two corrections to the minutes. The first correction is on page 2, Discussion/Possible Adoption of Triple S Planning Commissions 2010-2030 Comprehensive Plan – Motion seconded by Councilmember Matthews, not Councilmember Best.  The second correction is on page 3 in Ryan Libke’s report.  Mayor Hardesty would like to insert the word that between reported and when – reported that when all 3 bodies have adopted the 2010-2030 Comprehensive Plan Statement of Goals & Objectives, the next step is to go through the elements for finalization.

Councilmember Suttor moved to approve the minutes of the regular council meeting August 6, 2009 with corrections. Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller...

Ordinance #2009-08-20 Property Tax Rate – 2nd Reading – Judith Smith

Judith Smith, Office Administrator, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville levying Ad Valorem Property Taxes for the year 2009.  The rate for real property will be 27.5 cents on each $100 of assessed value.  The rate for personal property will be 41.7 cents on each $100 of assessed value.  The 2009 property taxes will be due November 30, 2009.  As of December 1, 2009, all delinquent tax bills will be deemed delinquent with interest rate of 6% per annum and a penalty of 10%.  

Mayor Hardesty stated that this is the third year in a row that council and myself have kept the rate the same.

It was introduced for 2nd reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Ordinance #2009-08-20(A) - Adopting a New Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance and Repealing the Existing Ordinance – 2nd Reading – Frank Chuppe
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville adopting a new flood damage prevention ordinance and repealing the existing ordinance.

This ordinance will bring the city into compliance with new flood maps and addresses for FEMA guidelines.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Best.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.
Upon roll call, the following council members voted “aye”: Best, Swindler, Suttor, Eaton, Zoeller, and Matthews.  “Nay”: none.

Ordinance #2009-08-20(B) - Amending Existing Ordinance Relating to Keeping Animals in the City of Shelbyville – 2nd Reading – Frank Chuppe
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance amending Chapter 51.001 to read “Domestic pets” as follows:  Any of the following animals:  domestic dog, cat, rabbit, guinea pig, chinchilla, hamster, gerbil, ferret.
It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Matthews.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

Upon roll call, the following council members voted “aye”: Best, Swindler, Suttor, Eaton, Zoeller, and Matthews.  “Nay”: none.

Department Reports
Judith Smith, Office Administrator, reported tax ordinance will be in Wednesday’s newspaper and we will contact local government and will have the tax bills in the mail before October 1, 2009.  Currently working on different aspects within the office.
Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Director, reported the post constructional ordinance is posted on the website for council and general public to look at.  No response on it so they will put it on the agenda for the next council meeting, if not then the next two.  The street resurfacing project has been postponed.  There were several questions from contractors.  We will advertise again in Wednesday’s paper and open bids on September 2, 2009.  Jennifer stated she is trying to get back active in the MS4 program and will attend several classes and workshops.
Carla Wainscott, Accounts Payable/License Clerk, asked for approval for July 2009 Financial Report.

Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the July 2009 Financial Report.  Seconded by Councilmember Best.

Next meeting is at 6:30 p.m. on September 8, 2009 at the Stratton Center.

This morning was the re-grand opening of the Goody’s store in Village Plaza.  Mayor Hardesty asked council if they would like to work at the State Fair in regards to the Shelby County/Shelbyville booth.  Lake Shelby has a fish fry on August 21, 2009.  We will need to change the next council meeting from September 3, 2009 to September 10, 2009.  The Mayor will be out of town.  Mr. Chuppe and Mayor Hardesty have been working with the Country Club regarding a Quit Claim Deed.  Councilmember Swindler asked if this was a clean-up deed for possibility of a sale.  The mayor didn’t want to sign the deed without council approval.
Councilmember Swindler moved to give Mayor Hardesty authorization to sign the deed for the Shelbyville Country Club.  Councilmember Matthews second the motion.
