Minutes/ Public Hearing 8/20/09 and Regular Meeting 8/20/09
Councilmember Zoeller moved to approve the minutes of the Public Hearing August 20, 2009 and minutes of the Regular Council Meeting of August 20, 2009.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Ordinance/Levying Annual Assessment for the Clear Creek Subdivision Public Improvement Bonds – 1st Reading
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville to levying the annual assessment for the Clear Creek Subdivision Public Improvement Bonds.  The amount per lot for 2010 is $1,629.46 per lot.
It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Municipal Order – Establishing a Policy for a Drug Free Workplace
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read a Municipal Order establishing a policy for a drug testing procedure for all regular and part-time employees.
Councilmember Swindler moved to accept the Municipal Order.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Bid Award – Jennifer Herrell
Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer, informed council of the bids for the 2009 Street Resurfacing Project.  They are Flynn Brothers $117,144; Mac Construction & Excavating $137,382.70; Louisville Paving Company $141,062; and Shelbyville Asphalt Co. $143,978.75.  There are a total of 9 streets to be paved.

Mrs. Herrell recommended the city accept Flynn Brothers for the 2009 street resurfacing project.

Councilmember Best moved to approve the bid award.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

Department Reports
Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Director, reported Public Works is in the process of accessing all city streets.  The work on the MS4 Ordinance is moving slowly.
Eilene Collins, Executive Director, SDC, reported on upcoming concerts.  Phil Kelley will perform on September 25th and New Breed will perform on September 26th downtown.  
Inez Harris, City Clerk/Treasurer, reported 2009 property tax bills will be out by October 1, 2009.

Robert Schutte, Police Chief, reported his department has received 2 federal grants totaling $56,000.  Main Street will be closed September 26th for a car show.  For eight months of this year, run totals are up 7%; crime reports are down by 12%, and traffic accidents are down by 5%.

Willard Tucker, Fire Chief, reported Station 3 is being framed.  There will be a charity haunted house located in Governor’s Square.  Proceeds go towards their scholarship and the Junior Firefighters Program.  He is purchasing a used vehicle from the Kenton County Airport Board.  Calls for service are 100 runs for July, 790 runs to date.
