Councilmember Eaton gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.
Minutes/ December 3, 2009
Councilmember Best moved to approve the minutes of December 3, 2009 as read by council members prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Presentation and Request – Dr. Leon Mooneyhan

Dr. Leon Mooneyhan, CEO, Ohio Valley Educational Cooperative made a presentation to council regarding the proposed city center in downtown Shelbyville.  The proposed city center would offer conference and theater space.  The location would be beginning at 8th and Main Streets and extend to the lot next to Citizen’s Union Bank.  Dr. Mooneyhan is asking Shelbyville City Council, Ohio Valley Educational Cooperative (OVEC), Shelby County Fiscal Court, and Shelby County Public Schools to be the leaders of this project by donating $12,500 each.  This money will be used to design the center.  He reported reaction to the proposed center has been positive.  Sharon Hackworth is the head of the capital campaign for the project.
The council members present were in agreement to fund $12,500 from the city for this project.  Dr. Mooneyhan is going to recommend the city be the keeper of the monies.

Presentation - Gary Walls, Shelby County Human Rights Commission

Gary Walls, Chair of the Shelby County Human Rights Commission expressed appreciation to Mayor Hardesty and council members for adopting the Human Rights Commission Ordinance and for their financial support.

Request/Public Works Proposal to accept designated streets into the City of Shelbyville’s City Street System – Jennifer Herrell, Public Works Director, requested the following streets be accepted into the City of Shelbyville’s City Street System.  They are Estates of Osprey Cove that include:  Imperial Eagle, Grey Hawk Drive, Black Falcon Way, Sparrow Hawk Drive, portion of Barlows Brook Road, and portion of Osprey Cove Lane.  Fairway Crossing that includes:  Asbourne Drive and Abingdon Court.  (Does not include Section 4.)
Councilmember Suttor moved to accept the above streets.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Resolution – Authorizing the City to apply for an Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant (EECBG) for Settle Gym
Councilmember Matthews moved to approve a resolution authorizing Mayor Hardesty to execute an agreement with Department for Local Government for an Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant.  This grant will be used at Settle Gym.  The amount of the grant will be $85,000.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Award Bids for Surplus Vehicles and Office Equipment

Councilmember Eaton moved to approve the bid amounts for the surplus vehicles and office equipment.  The total amount raised from the sale was $5,384.00.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

Councilmember Zoeller moved to approve the November 2009 Financial Report.  Seconded by Councilmember Best.
