 Council Meeting January 21, 2010
Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the regular council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with the following Councilmembers present: Alan Matthews, Donna Eaton, Shane Suttor, George Best, and Jon Swindler.  Absent:  Mike Zoeller
City Employees present: Judy Smith, Inez Harris, Jennifer Herrell, Mary Smith, and Kevin Calvert
City Attorney:  Frank Chuppe
Councilmember Best gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.
Minutes/ January 7, 2010
Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the minutes of January 7, 2010 as read by council members prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
2008-2009 Audit Presentation – Matt Huelsman

Matt Huelsman with Richardson, Pennington, and Skinner presented the 2008-2009 audit.  The City of Shelbyville was issued a clean and qualified opinion, which is the best you can get.  The city is very sound financially.

Councilmember Suttor moved to approve the 2008-2009 audit.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Presentation – Shelby Prevention
Elizabeth Lafferty, Director, Shelby Prevention, informed council of the work her local non-profit agency is doing for the prevention of drug and alcohol use.  They received a mini-grant from State Farm and put together a public service announcement that will run at the local movie theater for the next 24 weeks.
Presentation – East End Small Area Study
Amy Williams, with HNTB Corporation presented the East End Plan to City Council.  The plan will include urban trails, parks, dining and shopping.  The area includes 4th Street to Elmo Head Park and east along Clear Creek on both sides of Mt. Eden Road including Governor’s Square.  These are long range plans that could take up to 20 years to implement.  The plan has already been approved by Triple S Planning and Zoning.
Request – Smoking Restrictions – Vladmir Gomelsky
Mr. Gomelsky addressed council with a campaign to make Shelbyville Restaurants smoke free.  He has started a Facebook page that has 250 members.  According to Mr. Gomelsky, 30 states are smoke free as well as surrounding cities Louisville and Lexington.  He thinks restaurants are losing money because some citizens go out of town to avoid the cigarette smoke.
Mr. Gomelsky has not been to Fiscal Court or to the City of Simpsonville with his request.

Councilmember Suttor commented that such a ban would have to be county wide so restaurants in the county would not have an advantage over those in the city.

Steve Laddin at 1326 Main Street hopes the city would set a good example and make Shelbyville smoke free.

Embry Herrick, owner of the Bistro at 535 Main Street, does not allow smoking in the restaurant, but they can smoke in the bar.  His concern is customers will flee to county restaurants.  It’s tough downtown with the parking.  He is against the ban.

Owen Humphress – Simpsonville – He has breathed a lot of second hand smoke and the ban needs to be county wide.

Tom Parr at 2528 Shelbyville Road will not go to Shelbyville restaurants because of smoke.

William Horn, 1001 Old Mill Village, everyone knows the effects of smoking.  He and his wife have asked when they go in restaurants if they have lost customers due to the ban and they have not lost money or customers.

Michelle Hartley at 620 Forbes Drive commented that businesses should make their own decision.  We are a unique community and let’s stay this way.

Ray Tucker, 1977 Bellview Road, who is a tobacco producer, commented that tobacco built Shelby County and businesses should make the decision.

Lyndon Stivers, 1739 Lakeside Drive – There are a lot more harmful things than smoking.  Government should stay out of businesses.

Dixie Toutman-Hart, 884 Krebs Lane – It must be the businesses who make the choice.

Caroline Knox, 806 Tenth Street – Smoking offends her rights.  The health issues are documented.  Second hand smoke is just as bad.

Mayor Hardesty noted council will not take any action tonight.
