 Council Meeting January 7, 2010
Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the regular council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with the following Councilmembers present: Alan Matthews, Mike Zoeller, Donna Eaton, Shane Suttor, George Best, and Jon Swindler.
City Employees present: Robert Schutte, Mary Smith, Jennifer Herrell, Willard Tucker, and Carla Wainscott
City Attorney:  Frank Chuppe
Councilmember Matthews gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.
Minutes/ December 17, 2009
Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the minutes of December 17, 2009 as read by council members prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Request – Mark D. Dean
Mark D. Dean, Attorney-at-Law, made a request to accept the balance of Clubhouse Drive into the City Street System.  The Mayor asked Mr. Dean who he represented.  Mr. Dean is representing Faulkner-Hinton, Fairway, LLC, owners of the Fairway Crossing Development.  In 2004, they extended Clubhouse Drive and asked that it be made a private road.  We now ask that the city consider taking the remaining 863 feet of Clubhouse Drive into the City Street System for maintenance purposes.  It was built to specification and there are no other lots available to build on except in the middle which is commercial.  Councilmember Eaton asked if the citizens wanted this to be a city street and should it be their Homeowners Association that makes the request.  The Homeowners Association wants Mark Dean to take care of this.  They feel it’s the developer’s duty to get this into the city.  Councilmember Zoeller asked if there is any way we can have an assurance that over 50% of the people want this if they bought on a private street.  Mark Dean suggested that they could circulate a petition and have them sign off on it.  The citizens have control of it and if it is a city street, the city will have control.  Councilmember Matthews assumption is the developer wants the city to clear the street of snow and fix potholes.  That is the main issue.  The council would like to hear from the occupants who bought the homes in that particular section.
Municipal Order -  Adopting Personnel Policies
Mary Smith, Personnel Administrator, stated for insurance purposes, we are updating the policies and it helps with insurance premiums.  There are some new and updated policies.  The four policies are Vehicle Use, Return to Work Program, Americans with Disabilities Act, and Violence in the Workplace.

Mayor Hardesty asked if the Workplace Violence Policy will be in place also for citizens carrying weapons in any and all city offices.  Councilmember Eaton asked if the Return to Work Policy would let an employee from one department go to another department to work if they could not perform their own duties until released.  Mrs. Smith said, “Yes, the employee could if there was a job to do.”

Councilmember Suttor moved to approve the Personnel Policies.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Municipal Order – Adopting Open Records Request
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read the Municipal Order.  Councilmember Best asked if the city could increase the charge from $.10 a copy to $.25 a copy.  Can the city charge for the City Clerk’s time?  Discussion will be carried over to the January 21st meeting.

Ordinance – Repealing the Position Description of Superintendent of Public Works and creating a new Position Description for Superintendent of Public Works – 1st Reading
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read the ordinance repealing the position description of Superintendent of Public Works.  Councilmember Zoeller asked if there was going to be a change in pay.  Mary Smith, Personnel Administrator, advised there would be no change in pay.  The city had to update the description due to the retirement of Mr. Minnis.
It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Best.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.
Ordinance – Repealing the Position Description of Maintenance Supervisor and creating a new Position Description for Maintenance Supervisor – 1st Reading
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read the ordinance repealing the position description of Maintenance Supervisor.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.
Ordinance – Repealing the Position Description of Maintenance Worker III and creating a new Position Description for Maintenance Technician III – 1st Reading
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read the ordinance repealing the position description of Maintenance Worker III.
It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Matthews.  Seconded by Councilmember Best.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Matthews.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

Department Reports

Mary Smith, Personnel Administrator – I am working on W2’s and updating personnel policies.  I will be meeting with Doug Oskins, KLC, to review the policies we have recently adopted.
Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Director – I have been working on job descriptions.  The corner of Lee Nor Mack and College Streets near the Water Company will become a 3-way stop to try to slow traffic down.  
Chief Schutte, Police Department – Preliminary numbers from last year came down slightly by 2%.  Our run reports are up by 6%.  Bruce Gentry will be promoted to Sergeant next Wednesday morning at 8:30 a.m.  One Hispanic male in our community was wanted in Michigan.  The investigation out of that resulted in the arrests of 5 adults.  The Neighborhood Watch in Osprey Cove resulted in 2 arrests.

Chief Tucker, Fire Department – The department has hired 5 part-time firefighters.  Inspections have increased 15% over 2008.  They are on Operation Snow tonight and helping EMS on their runs.  Station 3 has had a few hold ups with construction due to the utility companies and engineering.

Mayor Hardesty reminded the council members on January 19, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. Triple S Planning and Zoning will hold a public hearing in regard to the East End Small Area Study.  On January 8, 2010, Drug Court is holding a ceremony at 1:00 p.m. for the graduates.  City offices will be closed on January 18, 2010 in observance of Martin Luther King’s Birthday.  On February 3, 2010 is KLC City Night in Frankfort at the Frankfort Convention Center.  The Mayor would also like to remind the citizens to clean the snow and ice from their own sidewalks.  Also, the Mayor would like to welcome our new reporter, Mr. Todd Martin.
Mr. Conn wants to know about sidewalks in North Country.
