Minutes/ February 4, 2010

Councilmember Zoeller moved to approve the minutes of February 4, 2010 as read by council members prior to the meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Ordinance #2010-02-18 – Approving the East End Study – 2nd Reading – Frank Chuppe
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville adopting the East End Study, which was adopted by Resolution of the Triple S Planning and Zoning Commission on January 19, 2010.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Best.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

Upon roll call, the following council members voted “aye”; Zoeller, Eaton, Suttor, Swindler, and Best.  Absent:  Councilmember Matthews.
Proclamation – Proclaim March as Cornerstone Christian Academy World Awareness Month
Mayor Hardesty proclaimed March 2010 as Cornerstone Christian Academy Month.  The school is in its 26th year and operates as an independent, inter-denominational school.
Discussion – Text Amendment for Hwy. 53 Overlay
The City Council recommends Triple S Planning and Zoning go ahead with the text amendments for the Mt. Eden corridor in accordance with KRS 100.211(1).
Councilmember Zoeller wants to extend the overlay to include Boone Station Road from US 60 to the city limits.

Discussion – Moratorium based on East End Area Study

Since council has approved the East End Study, Mayor Hardesty recommends that a 6 month moratorium be put in place until text amendments can be created and approved.

Councilmember Zoeller wants all property owners to be notified of the new text amendments.

Department Reports
Inez Harris, City Clerk/Treasurer, asked for approval of the January 2010 Financial Report.
Councilmember Zoeller moved to approve the January 2010 Financial Report.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Director, reported she is working on the annual report for MS4 which is due to the Division of Water next week.

Mayor’s Report
Mayor Hardesty reminded downtown merchants not to park vehicles on Main Street taking up valuable parking spaces.  There is limited parking and it should be saved for customers.
He complimented merchants who cleaned their sidewalks from snow and cautioned those who didn’t.  He stated it was not the city’s responsibility to clean sidewalks.

He is giving owners unto May 1st to fix bad sidewalks.  If the sidewalks are not repaired, the City of Shelbyville will fix the sidewalks and put a lien on properties.  There is a concern for public safety.

Mayor Hardesty wants to re-establish the $20.00 fee on all property inspections.  This was changed to allow property owners to file a business license.  They are not paying the business license, so we’ll go back to the Certificate of Occupancy fee.
Councilmember Best moved to adjourn at 7:00 p.m.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.
