 Council Meeting February 4, 2010
Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the regular council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with the following Councilmembers present: Alan Matthews, Mike Zoeller, Donna Eaton, Shane Suttor, and George Best.
City Employees present: Gail Reed, Doug Herndon, Robert Schutte, Jennifer Herrell, and Inez Harris.
City Attorney:  Frank Chuppe
Councilmember Eaton gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.
Minutes/ January 21, 2010
Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the minutes of January 21, 2010 as read by council members prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Best.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Presentation – Census 2010
Gayle Brown, Partnership Specialist with the U.S. Census Bureau addressed council on the upcoming census.  The goal of the Census Bureau is to partnership with local governments to ensure a complete and accurate census.  This will determine city and state funding from Washington.
Ms. Brown stated that African Americans and Hispanics are less likely to respond to the census forms.

Request – Balance of Clubhouse Drive into City Street System
Mark Dean, local attorney (acting on behalf of the developers of Fairway Crossing), requested 863 feet of Clubhouse Drive be accepted into the city street system.
Mr. Dean conducted a poll of residents affected by the request.  He sent out 40 ballots and got 32 responses.  All residents wanted to be in the city street system.
Councilmember Matthews moved to accept 863 feet (remainder) of Clubhouse Drive into the city street system.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Ordinance/Approving the East End Plan Study – 1st Reading
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville adopting the East End Study Plan.  (This plan was adopted by Triple S Planning and Zoning Commission on January 19, 2010).

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Best.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.

Proclamation – Earthquake Awareness Month
Mayor Hardesty proclaimed the month of February 2010 as Earthquake Awareness Month. The City of Shelbyville, Shelby County Emergency Management Association, and Kentucky Emergency Management will work with other local, state, and federal government agencies to prepare the citizens of the Commonwealth for earthquakes.
Department Reports

Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Director, reported applications are being accepted for the positions of Superintendent and Maintenance Supervisor.
Eilene Collins, Executive Director, Shelby Development Corporation, reported council has a copy of their annual report which includes a copy of a market analysis done by UK as required by the Kentucky Heritage Council.  This is used for certification as a Main Street City and to receive Renaissance Funds, if they are available.

Police Chief Robert Schutte introduced Terry Putnam as the newest member of the department.  The department is still one short and hopes to have that vacancy filled soon.
Fire Captain Doug Herndon reported the department had 79 runs for the month and 1132 for the year.  They are working on the GPS System for the data base for Dispatch.  They are also working on the electric at Station #3.  Five part-time firefighters are being used for shift vacancies.

Mayor’s Report

Mayor Hardesty reported Shelby County Tourism is sponsoring “Lunch and Learn” on February 24th at the Stratton Center.  The topic is customer service.  Microsoft has offered free computer training to the State of Kentucky.  Mayor Hardesty asked Mr. Chuppe to look into a cost recovery system.
This would include cost incurred by police, fire, and public works working accidents.  The billing would be handled by a third party.

Councilmember Suttor moved to adjourn at 7:08 p.m.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
