Minutes/ February 18, 2010

Councilmember Swindler moved to approve the minutes of February 18, 2010 as read by council members prior to the meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

Ordinance #2010-03-04 – Extending a Moratorium on Building Permits, Demolition Permits, Zoning Map Amendments, and Development Plans within a Specified Area in the City of Shelbyville
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville extending a moratorium on Building Permits, Demolition Permits, Zoning Map Amendments, Planned Unit Developments and Development Plans for an area of the City of Shelbyville is extended through and including September 15, 2010 or until such moratorium is lifted by the City Council.
During this period no Building Permits, Demolition Permits, Zoning Map Amendments, Planned Unit Development or Development Plan shall be approved by the Triple S Planning Commission or the City of Shelbyville for the area within a western boundary of Fourth Street, the northern boundary of the confluence of Clear Creek and Mulberry Creek, the eastern boundary of the east side of Mt. Eden Road (the Hilltop Produce area annexation) and the southern boundary of Clear Creek.
Pursuant to KRS.83A.060 (7), the City Council suspends the requirement of a second reading of this ordinance.

It was introduced for a first reading by Councilmember Best.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

sMS4 Annual Compliance Report – Jennifer Herrell
Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer, gave a Compliance Report on the Small Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (sMS4).  The City of Shelbyville’s goal is to maintain or improve the quality of stormwater runoff.  In 2009, the City has addressed and corrected all violations issued by the Kentucky Division of Water.
Department Reports
Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer, reported Public Works has used 450 tons of salt this year.  The new Superintendent of Public Works is Tom Wright.
Willard Tucker, Fire Chief, reported 99 runs for the month of February.  They have had a series of accidents on I-64.  Some were very serious.  The Spring run of fire inspections is under way.  The department (along with Shelby County Fire Dept.) will host a Spring School on March 27-28, 2010.  Classes will be held at Stations #1 and #2 and the local college.

Mayor’s Report
Mayor Hardesty has instructed Ryan Libke to amend the Mt. Eden Road corridor to include Fairway Crossing.  We also need to update the Boone Station Road corridor for the exterior quality text amendments.

Councilmember Suttor reported the Clear Creek Preservation Trust will meet Saturday at the Cardwell House.  They are under new leadership.  SMART will sponsor a Bridal Show at Settle Gym this weekend.
