Minutes/ April 15, 2010

Councilmember Best moved to approve the minutes of April 15, 2010 as read by council members prior to the meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.

Proclamation – Earth Day May 8, 2010

Mayor Hardesty proclaimed May 8, 2010 as Earth Day.  

Ordinance No. 2010-05-06 – Amending the position of Administrative Assistant for Office of Mayor – 2nd Reading

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance amending the position of Administrative Assistant for Office of Mayor.  Additional duties will now include maintaining fixed assets and property and liability insurance.

It was introduced for a second reading by Councilmember Best.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

Ordinance No. 2010-05-06(A) – Amending the position of Deputy City Clerk – 2nd Reading
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance amending the position of Deputy Clerk.  Additional duties will now include performing backups of the computer system and taking care of office IT issues.

It was introduced for a second reading by Councilmember Swindler.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Ordinance No. 2010-05-06(B) – Amending the position of Accounts Payable/License Clerk – 2nd Reading

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance amending the position of Accounts Payable/License Clerk.  The new title for this position is License/Payroll Clerk.  Additional duties will now include the payroll process and all payroll reporting including year end procedures.  This position will now do accounts payable for Public Works and will continue doing accounts payable for the golf course.

It was introduced for a second reading by Councilmember Best.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Ordinance No. 2010-05-06(C) – Amending the position of Receptionist/Clerical – 2nd Reading

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance amending the position of Receptionist/Clerical.  The new title for this position is Receptionist/Accounts Payable.  Additional duties will now include accounts payable for general fund.

It was introduced for a second reading by Councilmember Swindler.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

Ordinance No. 2010-05-06(D) – Amending the position of Property Maintenance – 2nd Reading
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance amending the position of Property Maintenance.  This position will now report to City Clerk/Treasurer.  In addition to cleaning City Hall, this position is responsible for maintaining First Aid Kit, check Fire Extinguishers monthly, maintain City Hall vehicles regularly and clean Settle Gym weekly.  This position must now be certified in pesticide and herbicide spraying.

It was introduced for a second reading by Councilmember Eaton.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.  

Upon roll call, the following council members voted “aye”:  Matthews, Zoeller, Eaton, Suttor, Swindler, and Best.
Department Reports

Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Director, reported the city wide clean-up was a success.  Public Works had 290 calls for pick-up.  The State will be paving Main and Washington Streets after June 1, 2010.  A 3-way stop sign has been installed at Lee Nor Mack and College Streets.  Public Works has received complaints concerning Bridlewood Subdivision.  The road has not been maintained by the developer.  Triple S Planning and Zoning has been contacted.  They have asked the developer to maintain roads.  If he refuses, the city will take over the remaining bond to finish the road.
Inez Harris, City Clerk/Treasurer, asked for approval of the March 2010 Financial report.  

Councilmember Suttor moved to approve.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Fire Chief Willard Tucker reported the fire investigation in North Country has been completed.   Fire Station 3 should be ready next week for a walk through.
Mayor’s Report

Mayor Hardesty reported a ribbon cutting was held this week at Beef O’ Brady’s.  The net proceeds from the E-Z Go Golf Scramble are $4,075.

We are ready to start the sidewalk repair program.  Letters have been sent to property owners to repair sidewalks.  The amnesty program is over on delinquent business licenses.  We will begin turning them over to the County Attorney for prosecution.

Councilmember Suttor wants the city to look at the Seventh Street corridor for a possible joint study with the county.
