Regular Council Meeting August 19, 2010
Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the regular council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with the following council members present: Alan Matthews, Mike Zoeller, Donna Eaton, Jon Swindler, George Best, and Shane Suttor.
City Employees Present:  Judith Smith, Jennifer Herrell, Tom Doyle, Ryan Libke, Eileen Collins, Jeff Tennill, Willard Tucker, and Carla Wainscott
City Attorney:  Absent
Councilmember Matthews gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.

Minutes/ July 15, 2010
Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the minutes of July 15, 2010, as read by council members prior to the meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Best.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Presentation – Tom Doyle, Shelbyville Municipal Water & Sewer Commission 

The equipment holes have been changed out after the State Highway Department milled the streets in preparation for paving. Hopefully, the streets will be smooth and not have the bumps. There are no plans for street cuts on Main Street.  The Governor Square pump station is finished. We were able to move one of our main stations out of the flood plain to higher grounds through grants.  We are finishing up sewers at the new high school and residential area.  The Town and Country pump station is going to be done soon.  Received grants for that also.  Glenview area having sanitary sewers in that neighborhood.  No cost to our existing customers.  The Hwy. 55 Project behind the Sentinel News building is another expansion.  The Water Department is about $40,000 short in revenue.  Not experiencing any growth.  We have cut out some expenses.  The Water Department is meeting all EPA Standards.
Discussion and Possible Recommendation
Continue discussion from workshop, if any, and to go forward with recommendation.  No discussion.  We need a motion to Planning & Zoning, and then they will come back with the same recommendation or changes for approval from council.  
Councilmember Best made a motion to approve the recommendation.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Ordinance – Extending a Moratorium on Building Permits, Demolition Permits, Zoning Map Amendments, and Development Plans within a specified area in the City of Shelbyville – 1st Reading 
Mayor Hardesty read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville extending a Moratorium through and including December 15, 2010, or until such Moratorium is lifted by action of the City Council.  No discussion.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.
Ordinance – Levying Annual Assessment for the Clear Creek Subdivision Public Improvement Bonds – 1st Reading
Mayor Hardesty read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville stating the total amount to be collected for each of the lots within the real property benefited by the improvement project is $1,690.51.  No discussion.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Matthews.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Ordinance – Levying Ad Valorem Property Taxes for the Calendar Year 2010 – 1st Reading

Judith Smith, Office Administrator, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville levying property tax at 27.5 cents on each one hundred dollars of assessed value of all taxable real property and 41.7 cents on each one hundred dollars of assessed value of all taxable personal property.  Taxes are due and payable on November 30, 2010.  It is the same tax rate since 2006.  The council does recognize the tough economic situation that the citizens are in and has also chosen to keep the tax rate unchanged.  In doing so, the council will be turning down around $35,000.00 from last year.  Also, by keeping the tax rate the same over the last 5 years, the city missed the opportunity of collecting $180,000.00 in revenue.  Councilmember Best appreciates that the council recognizes the tough economic conditions that we are in and taking the lead in not putting an extra tax burden on our citizens.
It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Best.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Department Reports

Eilene Collins, Executive Director, Shelby Development Corporation, reported the Horse Show Jubilee is over and was a success.  The car show made the nighttime concert the best attendance they ever had and also the most cars, over 229 automobiles.  She wants to thank the Fire Department for enabling the duck race.  There will be an evaluation meeting of the jubilee the week of August 23, 2010.  The chairman of each committee is asked to attend.  Upcoming street concerts will be on August 27, 2010 with Kentucky Blue performing and on August 28, 2010 with Leo and the Moonlighters performing.  There will be no concerts in September, but will be one the first weekend in October.
Judith Smith, Office Administrator, reported the Finance Department is collecting occupational and insurance taxes.  As soon as there is a 2nd reading on the property tax ordinance, we will start the process of getting these out to the property owners and should be out on or before October 1, 2010.  Judith Smith also asked for approval for the June Financial Report.  
Councilmember Zoeller moved to approve the June 2010 Financial Report.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Director, reported Public Works is staying busy.  Just an update on a few things.  First of all, Weissinger Sidewalk Project has been awarded and as soon as the contractor gets paperwork back to us, it will go ahead.  Completed storm drain repair on 7th and Clay Streets, Osprey Cove, Equity Street, and Warriors Way.  Working with FEMA on the wind/storm debris removal.  Working with Triple S Planning & Zoning regarding Bridlewood Subdivision and Flynn Brothers Contractors was approved.  We are working on a drainage issue on Hwy 53 sidewalk at the Fairgrounds.
Willard Tucker, Fire Chief, reported the Fire Department has had a very busy July with it being one of the hottest months on record and numbers have reflected a lot of heat related emergencies, some which were medical emergencies.  Fire Station No. 3 will have an open house/dedication on Sunday, August 22, 2010, from 2:00 – 4:00 p.m.  Doing fire hydrant testing and annual truck maintenance.

Ryan Libke, Triple S Planning and Zoning, would like to say “Thank You” for Mrs. Herrell’s help in the bidding of the Bridlewood Project.  Dates for the Public Workshop for the 7th Street Corridor Plan are September 9th and 23rd and October 6th from 5:30 – 8:00 p.m. at the EMA Building at 98 7th Street.

Mayor’s Report

The dedication of Fire Station No. 3 is on Sunday, August 22, 2010.  The horseshow was a success and the Mayor wants to thank all departments for their hard work.  Everyone is informed of the milling and paving.  The bypass may be open to traffic by Labor Day.  The Mayor attended the dedication of the new Martha Lane Collins High School.
Assistant Fire Chief Troy Ethington will be retiring on September 30, 2010, with 25 years of service.  Lake Shelby will have their fish fry on Friday night.  Also, Fiscal Court will have a meeting on August 26, 2010.

Council Reports
Councilmember Suttor asked if there will be a Family Day on the bypass before it is opened.  No one knows but will look into it.
Councilmember Eaton stated she wishes to thank Public Works and Code Enforcement for being so diligent.

Councilmember Best moved to adjourn at 7:20 p.m.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.
