KWRRI Grant Application – Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Director

Jennifer applied for grant funding from Kentucky Water Resources Research Institute for MS4 Projects and received $24,000.  City of Shelbyville is a Phase 2 city in the program with the Federal Government.

This will allow the city to experiment with porous concrete.  It will also allow the city to be a teaching program for the Public Works employees and surrounding counties.
