Regular Council Meeting December 2, 2010
Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the regular council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with the following council members present: Alan Matthews, Mike Zoeller, Shane Suttor, Jon Swindler, and George Best. Absent: Donna Eaton.
City Employees Present:  Judy Smith, Robert Schutte, Jennifer Herrell, and Inez Harris.
City Attorney:  Frank Chuppe
Councilmember Matthews gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.

Minutes/ November 18, 2010
Councilmember Zoeller moved to approve the regular minutes of November 18, 2010, as read by council members prior to the meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Best.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Ordinance 2010-12-02/Enacting and Adopting a Supplement to the Code of Ordinances of the City of Shelbyville – 2nd Reading - Frank Chuppe
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville adopting the 2010 S-13 Supplement to the Code of Ordinances as submitted by American Legal Publishing Corporation.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Matthews.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.
Upon roll call, the following council members voted “aye”: Matthews, Zoeller, Suttor, Swindler, and Best.  Absent:  Councilmember Eaton.

Shelbyville Municipal Water & Sewer Commission Report – Tom Doyle
Tom Doyle, Manager, gave a brief overview of the status of the commission.  They have four main projects ongoing right now.  Projects are Governor’s Square Sewage Pumping Station, Town and Country Sewer Force Main, Glenview Gravity Sewer, and Ardmore Gravity Sewer.  These four projects total approximately $2.55 million.  Through State and Federal grants, the Water Company was able to secure $1.7 million to help fund these projects. We’ve been able to get projects like these done at the hands of others.  Unfortunately, these dollars are drying up.  We will have to start funding our own projects.  There were no line item grants in the state budget this year and not likely next year.

Guist Creek Lake came through the drought just fine.  This was a normal year for the lake.  The pumping numbers were average.  Kentucky Utilities hurt us with their rate hike.  Rates were charged for high users like us.  The increase for us could be between $25,000 - $40,000.
We received a grant from the Army Corps of Engineers for $314,000.  It was a matching grant for the Louisville/Frankfort water line along the I-64 corridor.  The commission received a $500,000 grant from Kentucky Infrastructure Authority and we were able to use those funds to match the corps grant.  We will use these funds for studies on geo-technical, archeological, historic, and endangered species.  These things must be done before we can accept high dollar money.

We are getting ourselves in line for federal dollars because of the amount of the Louisville/Frankfort Project.  The Water Commission will not sign on for a project of this magnitude.
Department Reports
Robert Schutte, Police Chief, reported there have been daytime burglaries in the Bell Avenue area.  A new officer is scheduled to start on December 14th.  The new e-warrant system has been in place for a few weeks.  There were minor problems when it started, but now the system is fine.
Mayor’s Report

Mayor Hardesty reminded everyone of the annual Christmas Parade on December 4th.  The Employee Christmas Reception is December 16th at City Hall from 4:00 – 6:00 p.m.  Christmas at Claudia Sanders Dinner House for residents of the community in need will be December 19th.  They are looking for volunteers.
