Minutes/ Special Called Meeting January 24, 2011
Councilmember Page moved to approve the minutes of the Special Called Meeting of January 24, 2011 as read by council members prior to the meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.

Ordinance #2011-02-03 - Establishing a Revised Schedule of Charges for the use of the Consolidated Municipal Waterworks and Sewer System of the Shelbyville Water and Sewer Commission – 2nd Reading – Frank Chuppe

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville establishing a revised schedule of charges on monthly water and sewer rates.  The increase is 3.85% and will become effective April 1, 2011.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Matthews.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

Upon roll call, the following council members voted “aye”:  Matthews, Zoeller, Eaton, Suttor, Swindler, and Page.
Department Reports
Tom Doyle, Manager, Water and Sewer Commission, reported the E.P.A. will be requiring new testing for Perchlorate, which is used to produce rocket fuel.
Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Superintendent of Public Works, reported she is creating a new “inspection sheet” for sidewalks.  She or Tom Wright will be inspecting the sidewalks to see where and what needs to be corrected.  Another letter will go out in mid-March which will give homeowners and business owners until July 1, 2011, to fix sidewalks.
This is phase one of the project which includes Washington, Main, and Henry Clay streets from 1st to 11th street and all side streets.

Police Chief Robert Schutte reported the Kroger robbery was cleared up in one day.  He commended his officers for a job well done.  The accreditation process will start on February 14th.  Crime was down 12% in 2010.  Some officers will be participating in the Pinewood Derby on February 19th.

Fire Chief Willard Tucker reported the state is changing some training requirements on some codes.  Three employees will attend classes to learn updates.  Assistant Chief Chris Spalding will serve on the Junior Firefighter Committee and I will serve on the Health/Wellness Committee for the State Fire Commission.  We are in the pending phase of final approval for a grant in the amount of $68,000 for radio equipment.
Eileen Collins, Shelby Development Executive Director, reported planning a “Sip and Spin” cycling event.  It will be April 16, 2011.  It will begin and end at the Ramada Inn.  Kyle Nichols will present “Small Business in a Digital World” on Tuesday, February 15th at 600 Main Street.  The time is 6:30 p.m.  The event is free and open to the public.
Mayor’s Report

Mayor Hardesty reported the State will hold a public hearing on the Highway 53 Widening Project on February 22, 2011 at Highland Baptist Church from 5-7 p.m.  Judge Rothenburger and I met with Todd Hollenbach, State Treasurer, on unclaimed property.  Shelby County residents have 1.2 million dollars being held by the state.  KLC City Day/City Night is February 9, 2011.
At 7:00 p.m., Councilmember Matthews moved to go into closed session to discuss a possible expansion of an existing business.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Councilmember Matthews moved to end the closed session at 7:30 p.m.  Seconded by Councilmember Page.
