 Council Meeting March 3, 2011

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.

Minutes/ February 3, 2011
Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the minutes of February 3, 2011 as read by council members prior to the meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Page.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.  
Bid Approval – Purchase of two Police Cruisers
There was one bid received to purchase two 2011 Ford Police Crown Vic’s for the Police Department from O’Brien’s Ford.  The bid was $43,075.
Councilmember Eaton moved to approve the bid from O’Brien’s Ford.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Bid Approval – Purchase/Lease Agreement for 65 new 2011 Golf Carts

We received one bid from Championship Golf Cars in the amount of $223,250.  This is a 5 year lease to own through 2014.  These carts will have 47 volt batteries instead of the 38 volt system which last longer.  We will own the carts at the end of the lease.
Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the bid.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Ordinance/Amending Chapter 41 Relating to Repair and Maintenance of Sidewalks – 1st Reading – Frank Chuppe

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending Chapter 41 of the Shelbyville Code of Ordinances as follows:  (A) Any person violating any section of this ordinance shall be deemed to have committed a civil offense and be guilty of a violation.  (B) Any person violating any of the provisions of this ordinance or Chapter 41 of the Shelbyville Code of Ordinances shall be fined in an amount not to exceed fifty dollars ($50) for each day the person is in violation of the ordinance.  If the fine is uncontested and paid within seven (7) days, then it shall be reduced to twenty-five ($25) for each day the person is in violation of the ordinance.  (C) The City of Shelbyville Code Enforcement Board shall have jurisdiction over the enforcement of this Ordinance and the provisions of Chapter 22.900 
through 22.913 of the City of Shelbyville Code of Ordinances shall apply to all proceedings relating to the enforcement of this Ordinance.  (D) The penalty for violation of Chapter 41.050 through 41.054 set 
forth in this Ordinance shall be in addition to the charge for repair or maintenance that the City is authorized to assess pursuant to Chapter 41.054 of the City of Shelbyville Code of Ordinances.
It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Power Point Presentation – sMS4 Program & Annual Compliance Report

Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Director, gave a PowerPoint Presentation on the sMS4 Program and the Annual Compliance Report.  The City of Shelbyville does have a permit and management program that is in effect to maintain our storm water system.

Department Reports
Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Superintendent of Public Works, reported thieves have stolen about 8 storm water grates.  It is becoming an issue.  They cost $100 - $200 to replace.  We had to replace one by the movie theater that cost $500 to replace.  Public Works is busy making city buildings energy efficient.
Eilene Collins, SDC Executive Director, reminded everyone to go to their website at www.shelbydev.com.  They have listed street party concert dates although no bands are listed.  Jubilee meetings are underway.  We are short some sponsors and chairpersons.  If you’re interested, please let me know.  On March 28th, Clear Creek Conservation Trust will sponsor Dan Jones with 21st Century Parks at Martha Lane Collins High School at 6:30 p.m.
Bryan Slone, Golf Pro, reported his staff is going through recertification with the STAR training.  The E-Z Go Golf Scramble will be April 18, 2011.

Fire Chief Willard Tucker reported 3 officers went to Lexington for training.  They will bring information back to the rest of the department.  We are trying to cut cost and consumption in our department.  We have been approved for a $67,000 radio grant that will be shared with the county.

Mayor Hardesty reported there will be a weather spotter’s class at Shelby Christian Church at 6:30 p.m. on March 8th.  It is open to the public.
