Special Called Council Meeting March 31, 2011
Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the special called council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with the following council members present: Mike Zoeller, Donna Eaton, Shane Suttor, Jon Swindler, and Frank Page.  Absent:  Alan Matthews
City Employees Present:  Danny Goodwin, Robert Schutte, Gail Reed, Jennifer Herrell, Jeff Tennill, and Inez Harris.
City Attorney:  Frank Chuppe
Councilmember Eaton gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.

Minutes/ March 3, 2011
Councilmember Page moved to approve the minutes of March 3, 2011 as read by council members prior to the meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.  
Sidewalk Issue – Vic Brizendine
Attorney Vic Brizendine addressed city council regarding the sidewalk issue.  He presented Mayor Hardesty with a petition signed by 170 citizens urging the repeal of the ordinance requiring persons in the city to maintain and repair sidewalks adjacent to their property.  Mr. Brizendine thinks the ordinance is unwise, unfair, illegal, and needs to be repealed.  The sidewalks are used by the public every day.  Taking money from private individuals to repair sidewalks is illegal.  Sidewalks benefit everyone and everyone should be made to pay through taxes.  You are transferring liability from the city to the property owner.

His suggestion is to put together a committee of citizens to work with council to find a common solution.

Ordinance No. 2011-03-31/Amending Chapter 41 Relating to Repair and Maintenance of Sidewalks – 2nd Reading – Frank Chuppe

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending Chapter 41 of the Shelbyville Code of Ordinances as follows:  (A) Any person violating any section of this ordinance shall be deemed to have committed a civil offense and be guilty of a violation.  (B) Any person violating any of the provisions of this ordinance or Chapter 41 of the Shelbyville Code of Ordinances shall be fined in an amount not to exceed fifty dollars ($50) for each day the person is in violation of the ordinance.  If the fine is uncontested and paid within seven (7) days, then it shall be reduced to twenty-five ($25) for each day the person is in violation of the ordinance.  (C) The City of Shelbyville Code Enforcement Board shall have jurisdiction over the enforcement of this Ordinance and the provisions of Chapter 22.900 
through 22.913 of the City of Shelbyville Code of Ordinances shall apply to all proceedings relating to the enforcement of this Ordinance.  (D) The penalty for violation of Chapter 41.050 through 41.054 set 
forth in this Ordinance shall be in addition to the charge for repair or maintenance that the City is authorized to assess pursuant to Chapter 41.054 of the City of Shelbyville Code of Ordinances.
It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Page.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.
Upon roll call, the following council members voted “aye”: Page, Swindler, Suttor, Eaton, and Zoeller.  Absent:  Councilmember Matthews.
Ordinance/Annexing Property into the City of Shelbyville – 1st Reading – Frank Chuppe
Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance, whereas property owned by Donald Hamilton, Inc. and Rogers Investment Realty, LLC. Located at 1857 Midland Trail is contiguous to the City of Shelbyville be annexed into the City of Shelbyville.  The owners executed a written request for the annexation.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Bid Approval – Construction of new Police Garage

Mayor Hardesty reported 2 bids were received for the construction of a new police garage located at 1008 Henry Clay Street.  The new building will be 45 ft. x 109 ft.  Jack Walter & Son Builder of Lawrenceburg was the lowest bid with a price of $118,754.25.  It will take 4-6 weeks for demolition and 120 days for construction.
Councilmember Zoeller moved to accept the bid from Jack Walter & Son Builder.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Department Reports
Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Superintendent of Public Works, reported the city wide Spring Clean-up will be April 11-15, 2011.
Gail Reed, Historic District Coordinator, reported there will be a WWII Exhibit at the History Center beginning in June.

Robert Schutte, Police Chief, reported the department is sponsoring a bicycle registration in the community.  He received notification the department has passed accreditation.  This is not an easy process.
